The information represented in the graphs below is derived from the statement of activities which is
located after this section. The statement of activities presents information demonstrating how the
City's net assets are changing during the current fiscal year. The format of the statement of activities
reports General Fund and Business-type revenues and expenses by function which provides readers
with abroad overview of the City of Plano's finances.

The information in this section compares year to date activity in the current fiscal year to the same

time period in prior year. Please note that beginning fund balances in all funds are subject to final
audit adjustments.

HIGHLIGHTS OF GENERAL FUND VARIANCES

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The City of Plano has an interlocal agreement between the Cities of Lucas and Parker for dispatch
services by the City's Public Safety Communications department. Revenues collected from these
cities, which are based on population, have increased over prior year by $42,500 primarily due to
timing of collections.

Contractual services for class instruction paid through the Professional Development Center have
increased over prior year by $44,467. Funds were encumbered and a portion spent in June 2008
with Collin and Richland Colleges for class instruction services. The remaining committed amount
as of October 2008 is $45,988 which is an increase over prior October since these orders were not
placed or spent until June 2008.

The Human Resource department encumbered funds in August and September 2008 in the
amount of $87,936 to remodel the office and kitchen. Of this encumbered amount, $30,312 was
spent in September 2008 and the encumbered amount remaining in Octolber 2008 is $57,624.
Costs pertaining fo pre-employment physicals and random drug and alcohol testing have
increased over prior fiscal year by $15,000 due to additional testing and increased fees.

Personal services increased over prior year by $195,251. The increase is primarily attributed to three
pay periods occurring in October 2008 as compared to two pay periods in October 2007.
Additionally, the increase is due to increased pay and benefit related costs over last fiscal year.
Fees associated with the audit of the City's financial statements increased over prior year by
$11,250 due to increased fees.

Court fines and forfeitures increased year to date over prior year in the amount of $112,236. The
increase can be attributed to a successful collections unit and its efforts in getting defendants to
take responsibility for their citations.

Due fo an increase in rates as well as volume of new permits and renewals, alarm permit revenues
have increased $32,075 when compared to prior year.

Personal services increased over prior year by $1,441,257. The increase is primarily atftributed to
three pay periods occurring in October 2008 as compared fo two pay periods in October 2007.
The increase is offset by a decrease due to retiree payouts being $182,842 higher over prior year.
Additionally, the increase is due to increased pay and benefit related costs over last fiscal year.
The annual maintenance agreement with Motorola for services pertaining to maintenance of the
City's radio system has decreased over prior fiscal year by $21,987 primarily due to timing of
Motorola invoicing the City. The City was billed in November 2008 as opposed to October 2007 in

prior fiscal year.

Municipal garage charges to maintain police fleet increased over prior year by $19,754 attributed to
increased labor and fuel rates and markup on parts.

The Police department spent $9,660 for criminal and traffic law publications in the prior year which are
purchased every other year.

Training costs for police personnel have decreased $26,736. The amount budgeted in the current year is
comparable to prior year's budget.

Funds of $134,881 were spent and encumbered in prior year for digital video recorders and installation of
mobile data computers that were purchased in fiscal year 2007. This project had multiple funding
sources and therefore, a reclassification occurred at the end of last fiscal year.

Fire

¢ Ambulance service revenues decreased $26,630 as compared to prior year primarily due to timing of
collections.

e Fire protection plan review revenues have decreased $14,738 when compared to the prior year due to
less fire plans as the City contfinues to get closer to build out.

e Personal services increased $1,223,073 over prior year primarily due to three pay periods occurring in
October 2008 as compared to two pay periods in October 2007. Additionally, the increase is due to
increased pay and benefit related costs over last fiscal year.

e Encumbrances for bunker gear cleaning occurred in October 2007 in the amount of $45,000. The order
for bunker gear cleaning services in the current fiscal year has not been placed but these services will be
utilized in the current year.

¢ The Fire department has encumbered funds in the current year in the amount of $36,250 for fire hoses.
Fire hoses are purchased on an as needed basis.

e Training costs and encumbrances have decreased over prior fiscal year by $28,110 due to timing of
orders placed and services received. The amount budgeted in the current fiscal year increased $3,314
over prior year's budget.

* Municipal garage charges to maintain fire fleet increased over prior year by $17,002 attributed to
increased labor and fuel rates and markup on parts.

Libraries

Personal services increased $251,040 over prior year primarily due to three pay periods occurring in
October 2008 as compared to two pay periods in October 2007. Additionally, the increase is due to
increased pay and benefit related costs over last fiscal year.

The libraries will be installing ten new self-check machines of which one year of maintenance costs are
included in the price of the equipment. The amount paid to 3M Company for maintenance in the
current year is $16,407 while prior year maintenance costs were $50,611.

Expenditures and encumbrances for non-print media have increased over prior year by $21,730 due to a
change in departmental ordering processes. Book purchases have decreased over prior year by
$198,805 due to timing of orders placed for book selections. The current year budget for non-print media
and books is $22,286 and $69.248 higher, respectively than prior year's budget.

Development

Building permit revenues decreased over prior year by $59,087 due to large commercial projects
occurring in the prior year.

Engineering inspection revenues have decreased $121,466 as compared to prior year. Several large
private development projects that have been approved are being withheld at this fime due to the
slowing economy. Overall there are fewer and smaller projects being released in the current year.
Personal services increased $339,096 over prior year primarily due to three pay periods occurring in
October 2008 as compared to two pay periods in October 2007. Additionally, the increase is due o
increased pay and benefit related costs over last fiscal year.

Facilities Maintenance has experienced an increase over prior year in payments for electric services in
the amount of $89,165. The increase is primarily attributed to the opening of the Tom Muehlenbeck
Center and the new computer server room located at Technical Services.

e Facilities Services experienced an increase in expenditures and encumbrances in janitorial services of
$144,383 due to the addition of the Tom Muehlenbeck Center and Occupational Resource Center
facilities.

Public Services and Operations
e Personal services increased $143,088 over prior year primarily due to three pay periods occurring in
October 2008 as compared to two pay periods in October 2007. Additionally, the increase is due to
increased pay and benefit related costs over last fiscal year.

Parks and Recreation

e The Parks and Recreation department has experienced an increase in membership revenues of $42,775
as compared to prior fiscal year. The Tom Muehlenbeck Center opened in November of the prior fiscal
year resulting in collections for membership fees beginning in November 2007. Additionally,
membership fees have doubled from the prior year.

¢ A portion of membership fees is used to fund replacement recreation equipment at the various
facilities. Due fo membership fee revenues being higher in the current year, revenues generated for
replacement equipment have increased $13,079 as compared to prior year.

e Personal services increased $475,995 over prior year primarily due to three pay periods occurring in
October 2008 as compared to two pay periods in October 2007. The opening of the Tom Muehlenbeck
Center as well as the Oak Point Nature Preserve in the current year also conftributes to the increase in
salary costs. Additionally, increased salary and benefit related costs are higher in the current year as
compared to prior period.

¢ The Recreation Administration department paid for services in the current year to administer the Plano
Senior Rides Program in the amount of $50,000. Payment by the City will be made throughout the
current year not to exceed a total contract amount of $100,000. In prior year, Senior tfransportation
services were provided with Collin County Area Regional Transportation in the amount of $116,000 and
paid incrementally beginning in October 2007.

Public Works

e Personal services increased $156,355 over prior year due to three pay periods occurring in October
2008 as compared to two pay periods in October 2007. Additionally, increased salary and benefit
related costs are higher in the current year as compared to prior period.

e Concrete purchases for the Streets department have increased $14,524 as a result of an increased
volume of projects in the Drainage and Utility Cut Services departments.

e The Signs & Markings department utilizes contractual services for installation of street buttons and
paving marking materials on the City's streets. These services have decreased over prior year by
$73,965 due to a decrease in volume of projects as compared to prior year.

Other
e Payments for retiree health insurance have increased over prior year by $28,451 due to restructuring of
retiree insurance, as well as increases in the number of refirees and premium amounts in the current

year.

¢ Payments made in support of social services have increased $524,600 due to timing of payments
made. Payments of $524,600 were made in October of the current year while made in November of
the previous year in the amount of $674,852.

e Expenditures for interdepartmental water billings have increased $83,401 due to more rainfall occurring
in the prior fiscal year.

e Technology services charges increased over prior year by $95,183 due to higher costs budgeted in the
current year.

¢ Funds to support the Boys and Girls Club of Collin County were spent in the amount of $30,000 in the
prior year. The Boys and Girls Club of Collin County will be funded out of the Community Development
Block Grant in the current year.

Property Tax Revenues
e Ad valorem tax revenues decreased $218,862 over prior year primarily attributed to timing of

collections.

Sales Tax Revenues
e Sales tax revenues decreased over prior year by $518,182 primarily due to a recent decline in the
economy. Additionally, there was a $36,607 favorable audit adjustment in the current period
compared to a $19,700 unfavorable adjustment in the same period of the prior year. When
comparing the cash received in the months of October 2008 and October 2007, a decrease of
10.0% is noted in sales tax revenues.

Franchise Fee Revenues
¢ Electric franchise fee revenues increased $69,937 as compared to prior year. The City's franchise
fee is based on the number of kWh sold by Oncor to the citizens of Plano. An increase in kWh
consumed has occurred in the current year as compared to prior year.

Water & Sewer

Water and sewer revenues increased over prior year by $709,947 and $265,553, respectively. Overall
water consumption for the current year is up as compared to the same fime period in the prior year due
to more rainfall occurring in the prior year resulting in less water consumption. Sewer revenues are
directly related to water consumption and therefore increased due to increased water consumption in
the current year.

Water penalty revenues have increased over prior year by $20,348 primarily due to an increase in water
bills of late paying customers.

Personal services increased $221,722 over prior year due to three pay periods occurring in October 2008
as compared to two pay periods in October 2007. Additionally, increased salary and benefit related
costs are higher in the current year as compared to prior period.

Expenses and encumbrances to Datamatic.Com for maintenance parts pertaining to the automated
meter reading project have decreased over prior year by $21,506. A new vendor is being utilized to
install new hardware and software for the automated meter reading project. Encumbrances for these
services are $2,700,000 of which $431,947 was spent last fiscal year beginning in June.

Payments to North Texas Municipal Water District (NTMWD) for wastewater and pre-treatment services
have increased over prior fiscal year by $313,716.

Sustainability and Environmental Services

Residential solid waste revenues are $57,343 higher than prior year primarily due to an increase in rates
for use of 95-gallon carts. The rate increased by $1.25 to $15.10 per month.

Compost revenues are higher over prior year by $15,502 primarily due to an increase in volume of
products sold.

Personal services increased $229,699 over prior year due to three pay periods occurring in October 2008
as compared to two pay periods in October 2007. Additionally, increased salary and benefit related
costs are higher in the current year as compared to prior period.

The Compost Operations department has encumbered $65,500 for purchase of various types of
landscape bags. This purchase is done on an as needed basis and no orders were placed last fiscal
year.

The Solid Waste Collections department has an increase over prior year in femporary labor services in the
amount of $314,353 primarily due to timing of purchase orders placed. The current year budget is
comparable to prior year's budget.

Monthly payments to NTMWD increased $74,184 over prior year as payments are based on contractual
amounts.

The contract with Otto Container Management has increased over prior year by $58,812 primarily due to
a fee increase.

Municipal Drainage

Personal services increased $38,867 over prior year due to three pay periods occurring in October 2008

as compared to two pay periods in October 2007. Additionally, increased salary and benefit related
costs are higher in the current year as compared to prior period.

e Concrete purchases have increased over prior year by $40,802 primarily due to a timing of purchase
orders placed.

e Costs for street sweeping services decreased over prior year by $12,666 primarily due to fiming of
purchase orders placed.

Civic Center
» Building design services to expand the Plano Centre are encumbered in the current fiscal year in the
amount of $179,592.
e Payments made in support of historic preservation have increased $89,039 due to fiming of payments
beginning in October 2008 versus November 2007 in prior fiscal year. The current year budget is
$677.710 which is the same as the prior year's original budget.

Golf Course
e Personal services increased $18,132 over prior year due to three pay periods occurring in October 2008
as compared to two pay periods in October 2007. Additionally, increased salary and benefit related
costs are higher in the current year as compared to prior period.
e Contractual services for debris removal services increased over prior year by $6,118 primarily due to
timing of payment to Allied Waste Systems. Payment was made in October 2008 in the current year
and December 2007 of prior year.

Recreation Revolving

¢ Recreation revenues increased over prior year by $77,957 primarily as a result of fee increases.
Because the Tom Muehlenbeck Center opened in November 2007 no revenues were collected in
October 2007. Of the $77,957 increase, $16,589 is for recreation revenues generated from Carpenter
Recreation Center as class volume and participation have increased as compared to prior year.

e Personal services increased $48,450 over prior year due to three pay periods occurring in October 2008
as compared to two pay periods in October 2007. Additionally, increased salary and benefit related
costs are higher in the current year as compared to prior period.

e Contractual services for class instructors have decreased over prior year by $26,756 primarily attributed
to timing of payment. Recreation revenues are higher than prior year and contractual services for
class instructors are directly related to revenues.

Property Management
e Contractual services have decreased $6,500 as compared to prior year for a review of a facility
located at 925 East 15th Street to evaluate improvements to the storefront and signage of the

property.

As of October 31, a fotal of $274.8 million was invested in the Treasury Fund. Of this amount,

Subject: 2010 CENSUS COMPLETE COUNT COMMITTEE

On September 27, 2008, we were appointed as a subcommittee by Mayor Evans to
consider the possibility of Plano participating in U.S. Census Bureau’s 2010
Complete Count Committee program. In our best judgment, the City of Plano
should participate in this program and we seek the following assistance from you:

1. Authorization to continue our efforts to form the committee and develop a
framework to guide it through the next 15 to 18 months.

2. Input on our proposal for committee composition before we contact various
organizations seeking representatives.

Background:

The Census Complete Count Committee Program represents a joint effort between
local governments and the U.S. Census Bureau to increase response rates to the
census survey form that will be mailed to individual households in March of 2010.
This program was first developed for the 2000 Census and the City Council chose to
form a committee and promote the census from a local perspective. The program
was a success as Plano’s 76% response rate to mailed survey forms was the
highest for Texas cities over 100,000 in population. This greatly reduced the
number of home-to-home visits required of U.S. Census Bureau personnel.

Program Benefits:

We feel that too much is at stake not to invest in this program. A locally based
outreach effort will complement and enhance the national promotional campaign
by:

e Raising public awareness well in advance of Census Bureau’s advertising
campaign;

e Emphasizing the importance of an accurate census count on the future of this
community and its residents; and



e Identifying and connecting with historically undercounted population groups.
We believe an accurate Census Count is essential for the following reasons:

e To ensure that Plano and its citizens have equitable membership in the U.S.
House of Representatives and both houses of the Texas State Legislature.

e To allow the City to effectively compete for federal and state funds commonly
linked to population and related factors. (Exhibit A provides examples of
programs the City utilizes or is considering that use demographics for the
evaluation process.)

e To provide accurate information about the community’s make-up so that the
City can effectively plan and provide for the services, facilities, and
infrastructure that current and future citizens will require.

Committee Composition:

We intend to create a committee to develop and implement a multi-faceted public
awareness and outreach program that effectively connects with Plano’s diverse
population. Plano’s diversity appears to be much greater than it was in 2000 and
the number of residents that cannot speak, read, or write in English is increasing.
For example, it is estimated that more than 21% of Plano’s residents were born in
another country and 30% of households speak a language other than English at
home.

Appendix B identifies the ethnicities and other factors that defined our
recommended committee composition. It also includes proposed boards,
commissions, civic organizations, public institutions, and business groups to contact
for referral. Our membership list is large, 21 to 24, but we think it is necessary to
accommodate a broad range of backgrounds and capabilities. A larger roster will
accommodate the formation of subcommittees focused on certain types of activities
(i.e. — publications, video production, public presentations, recruitment, etc.) or
community roles (i.e. — education, business, nonprofit organizations, etc.). All of
the members will be actively involved and contribute significantly to the process.

Budget:

It is estimated that $30,000 ($9,000 in FY 2008/09 and $21,000 in FY 2009/10 will
be required to support the work of the 2010 Census Complete Count Committee.
The 2000 Census Complete Count Committee was budgeted $25,000 and it appears
that $13,000 was actually spent. Inflation accounts for a portion of the increase,
but we expect that this committee will need to increase outreach and promotional
efforts considerably to connect with Plano’s diverse population components.
Publications, videos, and posters will need to be produced in several languages. It



will also be necessary to advertise in various publications to reach targeted
population groups.

Upon a motion made by Council Member Johnson, and seconded by Council Member
Magnuson, the Council voted 7-0 to appoint Holly Stone Parmelee to a term expiring October
2010.

Comprehensive Monthly Financial Report

Director of Finance Tacke spoke to the September 2008 report which includes
increases in General Fund and Water/Sewer Fund revenues, an increase in unemployment
rates, a decrease in sales tax revenue as compared to September 2007, a decline in housing
starts, no significant fluctuations in hotel/motel taxes and a continued liquidity in investments.
City Manager Muehlenbeck advised that this report does not represent the audited year-end
figures and Ms. Tacke advised those will be coming forward in January 2009.

Discussion and Direction Regarding 2009 Bond Referendum

Director of Budget and Research Rhodes-Whitley spoke to a proposed referendum in
the amount of $164 million consisting of Public Safety projects ($31.9 million), library
improvements ($1.7 million), Plano Centre expansion ($20 million), park improvements
($51.5 million), recreation center ($24.1 million) and street improvements ($34.7 million).
She advised that projects are preliminary and spoke to the omission of 2% for public art,
property values remaining flat for 2009-10 with increases of 1% in 2010-11 and 2% in 2011-
2013, new growth of $700 million in 2009-10, $550 million in 2010-11 and $250 million in
2011-2013.
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Ms. Rhodes-Whitley advised that the 2008-09 budget assumes approximately $22.97
million in existing authority to be sold with $6.29 million in Certificate of
Obligation(CO)/Tax Notes. She spoke to $34.7 million in existing authority with $10.7
million in CO/Tax Notes in 2009-10 and issuance of $6.6 million for the performing arts
facility. Ms. Rhodes-Whitley spoke to the current O&M tax rate of 32.68 cents and the
assumption that in 2009-10 there will be an increase due to additional debt requirements. She
spoke to assumptions including no reference to a future bond referendum and a projected total
tax rate impact based on the amount of authority issued, O&M, nd all remaining authority and
existing debt. Ms. Rhodes-Whitley advised regarding the impact on the tax rate and capital
reserve and reviewed key dates.

Ms. Rhodes-Whitley responded to the Council regarding the debt repayment schedule,
City Manager Muehlenbeck spoke to having no indication what future interest rates might be,
and Director of Finance Tacke advised that if reserves are maintained, additional debt should
not have an impact on bond ratings received by the City.

outdoor place space to facilities providing care for less than four hours and that the Planning and
Zoning Commission recommended approval of the request subject to:

a-Li
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Ordinance No. 2008-11-21 (cont’d)
1. Planning & Zoning Commission waiving the requirement for outdoor play space;

2. Day care shall be provided for less than four hours per day for an individual person.
However, the day care facility may operate multiple sessions of four hours or less in
length.

Mayor Pro Tem Callison opened the Public Hearing. Citizen of the City Cass Caliri
inquired how students/workers will be staggered during the day. Ms. Jarrell advised that no one
child will be cared for longer than four hours and to state licensing requirements. Ke Liao of QD
Recreation Academy spoke to providing after-school care with inclusion of language arts and
sports. No one else spoke either for or against the request. The Public Hearing was closed.

Upon a motion made by Deputy Mayor Pro Tem LaRosiliere and seconded by Council
Member Magnuson, the Council voted 7-0 to amend the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance of
the City, Ordinance No. 2006-4-24, as heretofore amended, granting Specific Use Permit No.
597 so as to allow the additional use of Day Care Center on 0.4+ acre of land located on the
south side of Legacy Drive, 270+ feet west of Coit Road in the City of Plano, Collin County,
Texas, presently zoned Retail as recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission and as
requested in Zoning Case 2008-67; directing a change accordingly in the official zoning map of
the City; and providing a penalty clause, a repealer clause, a savings clause, a severability clause,
and an effective date; and further to adopt Ordinance No. 2008-11-21.

Public Hearing and adoption of Ordinance No. 2008-11-22 as requested in Zoning Case
2008-69 to amend the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance of the City, Ordinance No. 2006-4-24,
as heretofore amended, granting Specific Use Permit No. 598 so as to allow the additional use of
Day Care Center on 1.9+ acres of land located on the south side of Los Rios Boulevard, 100+
feet west of Trail Walker Drive in the City of Plano, Collin County, Texas; presently zoned
Planned Development-320-Estate Development; directing a change accordingly in the official
zoning map of the City; and providing a penalty clause, a repealer clause, a savings clause, a
severability clause, and an effective date. Applicant: John W. Jolly [Regular Agenda Item (6)]

Director of Planning Jarrell advised that the Planning and Zoning Commission
recommended approval as submitted.

Mayor Pro Tem Callison opened the Public Hearing. No one spoke either for or against
the request. The Public Hearing was closed.

Upon a motion made by Council Member Magnuson and seconded by Council Member
Jackson, the Council voted 7-0 to amend the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance of the City,
Ordinance No. 2006-4-24, as heretofore amended, granting Specific Use Permit No. 598 so as to
allow the additional use of Day Care Center on 1.9+ acres of land located on the south side of
Los Rios Boulevard, 100+ feet west of Trail Walker Drive in the City of Plano, Collin County,
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Ordinance No. 2008-11-22 (cont’d)

Texas; presently zoned Planned Development-320-Estate Development as recommended by the
Planning and Zoning Commission and as requested in Zoning Case 2008-69; directing a change
accordingly in the official zoning map of the City; and providing a penalty clause, a repealer
clause, a savings clause, a severability clause, and an effective date; and further to adopt
Ordinance No. 2008-11-22.

Public Hearing and consideration of an Ordinance as requested in Zoning Case 2008-71 to
amend Section 1.600 (Definitions) of Article 1 (General Regulations), Section 3.1000
(Screening, Fence, and Wall Regulations) of Article 3 (Supplementary Regulations) and related
sections of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance of the City, Ordinance No. 2006-4-24, as
heretofore amended, regarding golf nets; and providing a penalty clause, a repealer clause, a
savings clause, a severability clause, and an effective date. Applicant: City of Plano [Regular
Agenda Item (7)]

Senior Planner Firgens spoke to consideration and denial of an initial ordinance
establishing definitions; allowing nets by right with private country clubs, golf courses, outdoor
commercial amusement uses; prohibition on residential property; exemption from setback
requirements; 60-foot maximum heights; and no other appurtenances. She spoke to Council
direction to allow existing nonconforming nets to remain up to a specified height, allowing
driving ranges to install nets, consideration of horizontal options for residences and possibly
allowing new nets. Ms. Firgens spoke to deliberations, input received and ordinance preparation
resulting in a second amendment.

Ms. Firgens advised that this amendment allows golf nets on residential properties
contiguous to a country club/golf course or street separating the uses, provides for a combination
of styles, exemption from side/rear setbacks while not being forward of the primary structure and
a 20-foot maximum height. She spoke to restrictions on driving ranges where nets would be
allowed by right, vertical only, exempt from rear/side setbacks with a 60-foot height maximum
and miscellaneous standards providing definitions. Ms. Firgens spoke to the Planning and
Zoning Commission recommendation allowing for protection of people and existing nets of 20-
feet or less in height with a variance process for taller nets along with new nets. She advised that
the Commission recommended the item for approval as follows. (Additions are indicated in
underlined text; deletions are indicated in strikethrough text.)

1. Amend Section 1.600 (Definitions) of Article 1 (General Regulations) to create the
following definition for golf nets:

Golf Nets — A vertical net, horizontal or sloping net, or combination thereof, including structural
supports designed to confine golf balls to_a country club (private), outdoor commercial
amusement, or golf course uses.

2. Amend Section 3.1000 (Screening, Fence and Wall Regulations) of Article 3
(Supplementary Regulations) by adding the following new standards for golf nets to read
as follows:
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Zoning Case 2008-71 (cont’d0

3.1005 Golf Nets

(1.)

Golf nets are allowed in accordance with the following:

(2.)

(a.) Golf nets associated with nonresidential uses.
(i) Golf nets shall be permitted for driving ranges only, whether as a
primary use, or as an accessory use to a golf course, country club
(private), and/or outdoor commercial amusement uses, in any zoning
district. Golf nets shall be prohibited in other areas of a golf course,
country club (private) or outdoor commercial amusement uses.

(ii.) Golf nets shall be vertical nets only and may be constructed to a
maximum height of 60 feet.

(iii.) Golf nets shall be exempt from side and rear vard setback
requirements.

(b.) Golf nets associated with residential uses.

(i.) Golf nets are permitted on residential properties that are contiguous
to a country club (private) or golf course, and on residential lots with
frontage on a public right-of-way that separates the country club
(private) or golf course from the residential lots.

(ii.) Golf nets are exempt from side and rear vard setback requirements
and_shall not extend forward of the primary structure(s) on the

property.

(iii.) Golf nets may consist of vertical nets, horizontal or sloping nets, or a
combination thereof, and may create an enclosure of the vard area.
The maximum height for a residential golf net is 20 feet.

All golf nets shall comply with the following requirements:

(a.) Golf nets shall be constructed of flexible netting that is designed, manufactured
and sold as golf netting. Chain link fencing is prohibited as a material for golf
nets.

(b.)Golf nets shall be staked and/or cable-supported with structural supports.

(c.)No flags, signs, banners or other appurtenances shall be attached to the golf
nets.
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Zoning Case 2008-71 (cont’d)

Ms. Firgens spoke to golf balls that bounce across streets to hit the side of homes and
Director of Planning Jarrell advised that this item does not provide regulation for batting cages or
basketball courts.

Mayor Pro Tem Callison opened the Public Hearing. Jonathan Vinson, representing a
homeowner in Chase Oaks, spoke to 20-feet being inadequate to solve safety issues and to
grandfathering of existing nets. He referred to the lack of enforcement and cases in other
jurisdictions related to negligence. Citizen of the City Bob Healy spoke to receiving guidance on
how to govern issues between homeowners’ associations. Citizen Bob Gehbauer stated
opposition to any golf nets, spoke to the course in place before homes were built, taking hazards
into consideration when purchasing property, differing homeowner association (HOA)
regulations, protection against line drives and this ordinance not being designed to protect human
life. Citizens Gerhard and Cindy Torgussen spoke in opposition to golf nets, citing obstructed
views, devaluation of properties, inherit risks living on courses, differing HOA regulations, and
possible allowance for shorter nets.

Citizens of the City Jeff Marin and Weldon Montgomery, spoke in support of 35-foot
nets, opportunities by inspectors to address nets during the building process, proposed
regulations exposing the City to vicarious liability, personal injuries, property damage, the
difficulty in obtaining variances, and investments in nets. Citizens Glenn and Carla Carter spoke
in support of 35-foot nets, efforts by Chase Oaks for golfer compliance, curvature of some areas
of courses with homes allowed in close proximity, trajectory of balls and the possibility of
backyard enclosures. Citizens Cathy Fercher and Sara Montgomery spoke to dangers of errant
golf balls, personal safety as well as property value and stated that a 20-foot net would not offer
protection. Citizen Mike Riley spoke to there being no difference between the balls hit on a
driving range (60-foot height) and a course (20-foot height). Citizen Bob Buss spoke to the
dangers of incoming golf balls, issues of trespassing when golf balls invade one’s yard, lack of
protection and opposition to the recommendation of a 20-foot height. Citizen Saadi Darvish
spoke to development of golf ball technology resulting in more problems, issues associated with
a 35-foot net, and opposition coming from those who are not impacted by balls in their yards.
Citizens Paul Siebenmann, Len Rao, and Shawn McMillan spoke to providing safety and in
support of a 35-foot height, guidelines for HOA governance of these types of issues and being
fair to everyone in the City. Citizen John Reilly spoke to issues of ethics and safety and
providing resolution through zoning to accommodate differing areas of the City. Citizen Cass
Caliri spoke to courses in place prior to homes being built. No one spoke either for or against the
request. The Public Hearing was closed.

Council Member Jackson thanked those in attendance and spoke to the problem being a
neighborhood issue, HOA’s setting guidelines for their area and 20-feet being an inadequate
height in some instances. Council Member Magnuson spoke to setting limits for the entire City,
dangers of living on golf courses and responsibilities of homeowners to determine restrictions
and advised she would cast a vote in opposition to the proposal.
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Zoning Case 2008-71 (cont’d)

Director of Planning Jarrell responded to Deputy Mayor Pro Tem LaRosiliere that both
horizontal and vertical elements are included within the proposal. Deputy Mayor Pro Tem
LaRosiliere spoke to the risks of living on a golf course, the City’s responsibility to provide
protection, providing uniformity across the City, and in support of the proposal. Council
Member Dunlap spoke to remodeling of golf courses not solving the problem, short cuts taken by
golfers, concerns for safety, use of vertical and horizontal elements and the need for an
ordinance. He stated preference for a solution between courses and their redesign to reduce
danger but to helping homeowners.

Council Member Miner spoke to differences between HOA’s and stated that one size
does not fit all circumstances and in opposition to the proposal. Council Member Johnson spoke
regarding safety, choices made by those owning property along a golf course, private matters
between the course and homeowners, and to the City not becoming involved. Mayor Pro Tem
Callison spoke to safety issues and in support of the recommendation.

A motion was made by Council Member Dunlap and seconded by Deputy Mayor Pro
Tem LaRosiliere to approve amendment to Section 1.600 (Definitions) of Article 1 (General
Regulations), Section 3.1000 (Screening, Fence, and Wall Regulations) of Article 3
(Supplementary Regulations) and related sections of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance of
the City, Ordinance No. 2006-4-24, as heretofore amended, regarding golf nets as recommended
by the Planning and Zoning Commission and as requested in Zoning Case 2008-71. The Council
voted 3-4 with Council Members Johnson, Magnuson, Jackson and Miner voting in opposition.
The motion failed.

There being no further discussion, Mayor Pro Tem Callison adjourned the meeting at
9:00 p.m.

For those items designated as “seek introduction and passage’”, the
City Manager or his designee is directed to attempt to find a legislative sponsor of the
initiative and actively pursue passage of the appropriate legislation if it is introduced by
some other entity. The City Manager's efforts to obtain passage of the legislation may
include drafting appropriate legislation, seeking a sponsor, and actively pursuing
passage of such legislation by providing testimony and through other means.
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Section IV. For those items designated as “support’, the City Manager or his
designee is directed to actively pursue passage of the appropriate legislation if it is
introduced by some other entity. The City Manager's efforts to obtain passage of the
legislation may include drafting appropriate legislation, seeking a sponsor, and actively
pursuing passage of such legislation by providing testimony and through other means.

Section V. For those items designated as “oppose”, the City Manager or his
designee is directed to attempt to impede the passage of any such legislation.

Section VI. The City will support the legislative program of the Texas Municipal
League (TML), except to the extent it conflicts with any City position.

Section VII. It is recognized this policy will often be implemented in the context
of great numbers of legislative proposals being considered within short time periods.
City representatives, under the direction of the City Manager, shall be authorized to act
on behalf of the City consistent with the necessary broad policy concerns set forth in
this program.

Section |. Ordinance No. 2008-10-19 duly passed and approved by the City Council of

The commercial rate increase reflects a disposat increase from the North Texas Municipal Water District (NTMWD) and the
annual escalation included in the commercial franchise agreement. The annual escalation is based upon the net
percentage of increase or decrease in the Consumer Price Index (CPI) — Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers,
Dallas-Fort Worth metropolitan area by the Bureau of Labor Statistics of the U.S. Department of Labor. The annual CPI
adjustment of 7.5% and fuel adjustment of 2.9% will increase franchise fees by $53,256.69. The disposal has increased
from $34.65 per ton to $38.79 per ton and will generate $614,284.92. The total revenue will be $667,541.61.

MUNICIPAL FACILITIES PROJECTS

Engine/Fire Apparatus
This project includes one ladder truck and two engines as well as all the loose equipment and tools required to place
these apparatus in service for emergency response.

Fiber Infrastructure Build-Out
Provide single-mode fiber to all City facilities. It will replace current SONET service from Verizon and increase
bandwidth.

Fire Station 2
This project covers the addition of training and physical fitness areas to the front of the building. The current day
room will be reconfigured to become a station officer's area.

Fire Station 6
This project covers kitchen remodel and expansion of the third bay north to add a training and physical fitness area.

Fire Station 7
This project covers reconfiguration of the day room, dormitory room, restrooms and the training and physical fitness
areas.

Fire Station 13
Additional $1 million needed for fire station #13 due to increased material costs for projected cost estimates.

Public Safety Communications Center
Purchase of land and construction of a new Public Safety Communications call-taking and dispatching center.
The location of the facility is still to be determined.

Technology Services Facility
Purchase of land and construction of a new Technology Services facility. The location of the facility is still to be
determined.

Video Surveillance
Centralize storage management and access for all video throughout the City. It will have a management suite and
viewing at centralized locations and at distributed points.

Davis Library
This project covers interior painting, minor building modifications, and replacement of carpet, furniture, and wall
coverings.

Haggard Library
This project includes replacement of furniture and four microform machines.

Harrington Library
This project covers a new roof and boiler, modification of the loading dock area, replacement of a workroom
countertop, and refinishing furniture.

Parr Library
This project includes reconfiguring the public space and replacement of carpet and furniture.

SchimelpfenigLibrary
This project covers replacement of furniture, replacement of parking lot surface, and a new elevator control.




Plano Centre Expansion

Plano Centre was built in 1990 when Plano's population was 120,000. Expansion is needed to meet current needs.
Expansion will include additional dual-purpose exhibit space, meeting rooms, banquet rooms, conference rooms,
board rooms, committee meeting rooms, dedicated formal spaces for weddings and other high-profile events and
associated improvements.

PARK IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS

White Rock Community Park Development

Funding is for development of a community park located on White Rock Creek south of the intersection of Spring
Creek Parkway and Windhaven Parkway. Improvements will include trails, sidewalks, pavilion, playground,
parking, and other related park facilities.

QOak Point Park Development
Funding is for continued development of the park to include pavilion, restrooms, trails, parking, camp facilities and

signage.

Trail Connections
Funding is for recreational trail connections throughout the city linking existing trails with newly-developed areas
and adjacent cities.

Athletic Field Improvements
Funding will provide for continued development of shade structures, restroom additions, fencing, and additional
parking at athletic sites throughout the city.

Park Improvements

Funding is for improvements to parks throughout the city including neighborhood parks, linear parks and
community parks. Improvements could include irrigation systems, playgrounds, shade structures, lighting, benches,
picnic tables, sidewalks, trees, parking, and other related park facilities.

Land Acquisitions
Funding is for land acquisitions including additional funding for the south central community park site, additions to
Harrington Park and other acquisitions.

Athletic Field Renovations
Funding is for projects previously identified in the Capital Reserve Fund and is for the renovation of aging athletic
sites including irrigation systems, backstops, fences, restrooms, lighting, and parking lots.

Arbor Hills Nature Preserve
Funding is for additional parking.

Pecan Hollow Golf Course Renovation and Expansion

This additional funding is for general renovation of the 35 year old course including driving range modifications,
irrigation system renovation, drainage improvements, cart path improvements, and modifications to fairway
alignments on selected holes. Funds would be combined with existing bond authorization identified for replacement
of the golf course greens.

Maintenance Facility Renovation/Expansion
Funding is for renovation and expansion of aging park maintenance facilities at Jack Carter Park and Schell Park.

Downtown Improvements
Funding is for improvements in the downtown area to include additional lighting and renovation of McCall Plaza.
Improvements would also include additional water and electrical services to support special events.



RECREATION CENTER PROJECTS

Agquatic Center Renovations
Funding is for complete renovation of the existing 30 year old pool to include improved locker rooms, family
changing rooms, deck improvements, and water amenities.

Carpenter Expansion/ Senior Center )
Additional funding is for expansion and renovation of Carpenter Park Recreation Center. Funds would be combined
with existing bond authorization to complete the planned improvements.

Senior Center/ Wellness Center Expansion

Funding is for expansion of the senior center to include a fitness room, dining room, classrooms and parking. The
improvements would also include expansion of the Geriatric Wellness Center offices, exam rooms, meeting rooms,
and related spaces.

Oak Point Recreation Center Expansion

Funding is for expansion of Oak Point Recreation Center to include expanded exercise facilities and additional
classroom space.

Douglass Community Center

Funding is for exterior renovation and accessibility improvements.

STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS

14" Street Reconstruction — K to Ridgewood
Reconstruction of 14th Street from Avenue K to Ridgewood Drive.

15" Street Reconstruction- G Ave to US 75
This project consists of reconstruction of 15th Street from G Avenue to I Avenue, including brick sidewalks,
landscaping and placement of underground utilities.

17" Street/R Avenue Reconstruction
Complete reconstruction of the following streets: 17th Street between P Avenue and R Avenue & R Avenue
between 17th Street and 18th Street.

Alley Reconstruction at Various Locations
Reconstruction of deteriorated concrete alleys. Reconstruction of deteriorated concrete alleys.

Barrier Free Ramps at Various Locations
Construct ramps in residential neighborhoods and major thoroughfares to meet ADA standards.

Communications Pkwy Construction - Spring Creek to Tennyson

The system controls all signalized intersections via a traffic control center. All current and future signals will be
connected to the control center. This project includes the installation of video cameras at critical intersections to
monitor the traffic first hand. This will be an on-going project with upgrades and improvements made when
appropriate. Also includes establishing wireless communication links between the Traffic Management Center and
the existing and proposed camera locations.

Dallas North Estates 3 - Street Reconstruction
Complete reconstruction of existing street pavement and sidewalks on the following streets: Edgefield - Janwood to
Springbrook; Linden - Edgefield to Ridgefield; & Meadowcrest - Springbrook to Ridgefield.



East Side Entryway Features and Landscaping

Construction of entryway features east of U.S.75 to create more aesthetically appearing roadways.

Specific projects include: RT Comer Treatments (50% City matching); Parker Road Enhancements; & Entry
Features (to be decided).

Independence Parkway Corridor Intersection Improvements
Construction of additional left turn and right turn lanes from 15" Street to Parker Road, including realigning the
north and south bound lanes at 15™ Street.

Intersection Improvements at Various Locations
This project includes the addition of left- and/or right-turn lanes at various intersections throughout the City.

Intersection Improvements — 2008

Intersection improvements at five (5) locations throughout the City, specifically: Preston Road at Spring Creek
Parkway; Preston Road at Hedgcoxe Road (schematic only); Spring Creek Parkway at Parker Road; Jupiter Road at
Summit Drive; & Jupiter Road at Technology Drive.

Landscaping Street Enhancements on Various Roads
Construction of additional entryways, landscaping and other enhancements on various roadways throughout the
City.

Legacy Drive Corridor Intersection Improvements
Construction of additional left and right turn lanes from Custer Road to K Ave.

McDermott Road Widening- Coit to Ohio
Widen McDermott Road to a six-lane divided thoroughfare from Coit Road to Ohio Drive,

Meadows Addition Street Improvements

Complete reconstruction of street, sidewalks and drive approaches in the Meadows #1 area. The project location
includes: Rigsbee Drive - 14th Street to Janet Way; Meadows Drive - Ridgsbee to Price; Ridgeway Drive - Rigsbee
to Meadows; 15th Street - Rigsbee to Meadows; & Rice Drive - Meadows to Sherrye.

New Concrete Alleys at Various Locations
Construct concrete alleys to replace dirt alley locations.

Oversize Participation
This project maintains participation with developers for various oversize paving and drainage improvements. These
are requirements per the Subdivision Ordinance.

P Avenue/18th Street/Belle View — Street Reconstruction

Complete reconstruction of existing concrete streets including sidewalks and residential drive approaches: 18th
Street between P Avenue east to Red Bud Lane; P Avenue from 17th Street north to 18th Street; 17th Street - P

The tax abatement will be based on the following values; the estimated amount of $1,100,000 of
real property and $50,000 of business personal property. This tax abatement will be for a period
of five years, from January 1, 2009 through December 31, 2013, and shall be based on amounts
equal to 50% for real property, and 50% for business personal property which is a savings of
$2,604.25 annually for real property and $118.38 annually for business personal property, at the
current rate of .4735.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PLANO, TEXAS, DESIGNATING A CERTAIN
AREA WITHIN THE CITY OF PLANO AS REINVESTMENT ZONE NO. 115 FOR A
TAX ABATEMENT CONSISTING OF A 1.9268 ACRE TRACT OF LAND LOCATED
NORTH OF TECHNOLOGY DRIVE BETWEEN MATRIX DRIVE AND KLEIN ROAD,
IN THE CITY OF PLANO, TEXAS ESTABLISHING THE BOUNDARIES OF SUCH
ZONE; ORDAINING OTHER MATTERS RELATING THERETO; AND PROVIDING
AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Plano, Texas (the "City"), desires to promote
the development or redevelopment of a certain contiguous geographic area within its jurisdiction
by the creation of a reinvestment zone for retail tax abatement, as authorized by V.T.C.A. Tax
Code Chapter 312 (referred to as the "Property Redevelopment and Tax Abatement Act" or the
"Act"); and

WHEREAS, a public hearing before the City Council was set for 7:00 p.m. on the 24th

Section IIl.  The City, after conducting the above-mentioned hearing and having heard

such evidence and testimony, has made the following findings and determinations based on the

testimony presented to it:

That a public hearing on the adoption of the reinvestment zone has been properly
called, held and conducted and that notices of such hearings have been published

That the boundaries of the reinvestment zone should be the area as described in
the metes and bounds description attached hereto as Exhibit "A"; and

That creation of the reinvestment zone for commercial/industrial tax abatement

with boundaries as described in Exhibit "A" will result in benefits to the City and
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to the land included in the zone and the improvements sought are feasible and
practical; and

That the reinvestment zone as defined in Exhibit "A" meets the criteria for the
creation of a reinvestment zone as set forth in Section 312.202 of the Act in that it
is "reasonably likely as a result of the designation to contribute to the retention or
expansion of primary employment or to attract major investment in the zone that
would be a benefit to the property and that would contribute to the economic
development of the City"; and

That the reinvestment zone as defined in Exhibit "A" meets the criteria for the
creation of a reinvestment zone as set forth in the City of Plano Revised Policy

Statement for Tax Abatement.

Section IV. Pursuant to Section 312.201 of the Act, the City hereby creates a

reinvestment zone for commercial/industrial tax abatement encompassing only the area described

by metes and bounds in Exhibit "A" attached hereto and such reinvestment zone is hereby

designated and shall hereafter be designated as Reinvestment Zone No. 115, City of Plano,

Texas.

Section V.  The zone shall be effective as of January 1, 2009.

including the January 1, 2009 assessment date.

b) Share of taxes abated - percentage of taxes on total value of appraised Personal

Property and Improvements at the rate of 50% for the years 2009, 2010, 2011,
2012, and 2013.
Section VIIL. Any written agreements authorized under this Ordinance must include

provisions for:

a) Listing the kind, number and location of all proposed improvements of the
property;
b) Access to and inspection of property by municipal employees to ensure that the

improvements or repairs are made according to the specification and conditions of
the agreements;

C) Limiting the use of the property consistent with the general purpose of
encouraging development or redevelopment of the zone during the period that
property tax exemptions are in effect; and

d) Recapturing property tax revenue lost as a result of the agreement if the owner of
the property fails to make the improvements or repairs as provided by the
agreement.

Section IX. If any portion of this Ordinance shall, for any reason, be declared invalid

by any court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity shall not affect the remaining provisions

TAX ABATEMENT AGREEMENT

This Agreement is entered into by and between the City of Plano, Texas, a Texas home rule
municipal corporation of Collin, Texas, duly acting herein by and through its City Manager,
hereinafter referred to as “City”; and Sigma Four, Inc., a Texas corporation, duly acting by and
through its officers, hereinafter “Owner.”

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, on the 24th day of November, 2008, the City Council of the City of Plano,
Texas, passed Ordinance No. establishing Reinvestment Zone No. 115, for
commercial/industrial tax abatement, hereinafter referred to as the “Ordinance,” as authorized by

5. The Owner shall complete construction of improvements and/or repairs to the Real
Property (hereinafter referred to as Improvements) consisting primarily of new buildings consisting
of a total of not less than 20,000 gross square feet of floor space with an initial expenditure of not
less than One Million One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($1,100,000) on or before July 1, 2009
provided that Owner shall have such additional time to complete the Improvements as may be
required in the event of “force majeure,” if Owner is diligently and faithfully pursuing the
completion of the Improvements, or if in the reasonable opinion of the City, the Owner has made
substantial progress toward completion of the initial phase of the Improvements. For this purpose,
"force majeure" shall mean any contingency or cause beyond the reasonable control of Owner
including, without limitation, acts of God or the public enemy, war, riot, civil commotion,
insurrection, governmental or de facto governmental action (unless caused by acts or omissions of
Owner), fire, shortages of material and/or labor, explosion or flood, and labor disturbances. The
date of completion of the Improvements shall be defined as the date a Certificate of Occupancy is
issued by the City of Plano.

6. The Owner agrees and covenants that they will diligently and faithfully in a good
and workmanlike manner pursue the substantial completion of the Improvements as a good and
valuable consideration of this Agreement. Owner further covenants and agrees that all construction
of the Improvements will be in accordance with all applicable federal, state and local laws and
regulations or valid waiver thereof.

7. The Owner agrees and covenants that they shall occupy not less than 20,000 gross

square feet of floor space on the Real Property and employ thereon at least 16 full time jobs at time
of occupancy, referred to herein as the “Purposes.”

DEFAULT

8. Any of the following events shall be deemed a breach of this agreement resulting in
default:

(@) The Improvements are not completed in accordance with this Agreement;

(b) Owner allows their real or personal property taxes owed the City on the
Real Property, Improvements, or Personalty to become delinquent and fails to timely and properly
follow the legal procedures for protest and/or contest of any such ad valorem taxes;

1324a (f) regarding the unlawful employment of aliens.

9. In the event that the Owner defaults under this Agreement then the City shall give
the Owner written notice of such default and if the Owner has not cured such default, or obtained a
waiver thereof from the appropriate authority, within thirty (30) days of said written notice, this
Agreement may be terminated by the City; provided, however, that such 30 day period shall be
extended if the default is of a nature that cannot be cured within such 30-day period and Owner is
diligently pursuing such remedy. Notice shall be in writing as provided below. Upon the
occurrence of an event of default other than under Paragraph 8(b) or 8(g) above and after Owner
fails to cure same in accordance herewith, this Agreement shall immediately terminate and all taxes
due after the event of default shall be paid in full without the benefit of any abatement. The parties
acknowledge that actual damages in the event of default and termination would be speculative and
difficult to determine.

10. Upon the occurrence of an event of default under Paragraph 8(b) above or upon the

mandated by V.T.C.A., § 33.01 or 33.07.

ANNUAL CERTIFICATION

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ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT INCENTIVE AGREEMENT

This Economic Development Incentive Agreement (“Agreement”) is made by and
between the City of Plano, Texas (the “City”), and Sigma Four, Inc., a Texas corporation,
(hereinafter referred to as the (“Company™), acting by and through its respective authorized
officers and representatives.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Company is a minority owned and operated company engaged in the
business of manufacturing electronic/cable assemblies; and

WHEREAS, the Company has advised the City that a contributing factor that would
induce the Company to relocate its business and commercial activities in the City, thereby
generating additional local sales tax revenues and increasing ad valorem tax values for the City,
would be an agreement by the City to provide an economic development grant to the Company;
and

WHEREAS, Company agrees to occupy 20,000 square feet of office space to be located
on 1.927 acres at 3301 Technology Drive in the City of Plano, Texas (the “Property”); construct
real property improvements on the Property having a minimum taxable value of not less than
One Million One Hundred Thousand Dollars (81,100,000.00); add Fifty Thousand Dollars
($50,000.00) in new business personal property improvements to the facility; and

WHEREAS, Company agrees to create, retain or transfer at least 16 full time jobs on the
Property by July 1, 2009, and thereafter maintain those positions on the Property for the full term
of this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the investment in real and personal property improvements and the creation
or transfer of full time jobs will promote economic development, stimulate commercial activity
and enhance the tax base and economic vitality of the City; and

WHEREAS, the City has adopted programs for promoting economic development; and

WHEREAS, the City is authorized by TEX. Loc. Gov’T CODE §380.001 et seq. to
provide economic development grants to promote local economic development and to stimulate
business and commercial activity in the City; and

WHEREAS, the City has determined that making an economic development grant to the
Company in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement will further the
objectives of the City, will benefit the City and the City’s inhabitants and will promote local
economic development and stimulate business and commercial activity in the City;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and the premises, mutual
covenants and agreements contained herein, and other good and valuable consideration, the

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receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties, intending to be legally
bound, hereby covenant and agree as follows:

Article 1
Definitions

For purposes of this Agreement, each of the following terms shall have the meaning set
forth herein unless the context clearly indicates otherwise:

“Commencement Date” shall mean the earlier of the occupancy of the
Property or July 1, 2009, whichever occurs first.

“Effective Date” shall mean the last date on which all of the parties hereto
have executed this Agreement.

“Event of Force Majeure” shall mean any contingency or cause beyond the
reasonable control of a party including, without limitation, acts of God or the public
enemy, war, riot, civil commotion, insurrection, government or de facto
governmental action (unless caused by the intentionally wrongful acts or omissions
of the party), fires, explosions or floods, strikes, slowdowns or work stoppages any
of which event(s) directly impact the Company’s operations in Plano.

“Job Equivalent” shall mean one or more Company job positions located at
the Property which individually or when combined total 2080 hours annually.

Article I1
Term

The term of this Agreement shall begin on the Commencement Date and continue until
June 30, 2014, unless sooner terminated as provided herein.

Article 111
Obligations of Company

In consideration for the grant of public funds as set forth in Section 4.01 below, the
Company agrees to the following:

(a) Invest One Million One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($1,100,000.00) in new real
property improvements associated with a 20,000 square foot office space facility on or before
July 1, 2009;

(b) Invest Fifty Thousand Dollars ($50,000.00) in new personal property
improvements on the Property on or before July 1, 2009;
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©) Create, retain or transfer at least 16 Job Equivalents to the Property on or before
July 1, 2009, and to maintain these Job Equivalents on the Property for the full term of this
Agreement; and

(d) Use reasonable efforts to utilize Plano hotels as preferred locations for any
Company sponsored events that involve over-night stays; and

Article IV
Economic Development Grant

4.01 Grant. The City agrees to provide the Company a one-time cash grant of Twenty
Thousand Dollars ($20,000.00) to defray expenses related to relocating and occupying the
Property and for the creation, retention or transfer of 16 Job Equivalents to the Property.

4.02 Grant Payments. Payment of the cash grant described in Section 4.01 above
shall be made within thirty (30) days after the Company completes the real and personal property
improvements to the Property and verifies to the City on the Initial Certification attached hereto
as Exhibit “A” that it has created, retained or transferred 16 Job Equivalents to the Property.

4,03 Refunds.

(a) In the event the Company, for any 180 consecutive days during the term of
this Agreement, allows Job Equivalents at the Property to fall below 16, and such drop is not the
result of an Event of Force Majeure, Company shall refund to City an amount equal to One
Thousand Two Hundred and Fifty Dollars ($1,250.00) for each job equivalent that falls below
16. For the purposes of determining whether the City is due a refund under this section, the
Company’s Chief Financial Officer shall certify to the City by January 31, 2010 and by January
31 of each year thereafter during the term of this agreement the actual number of Job Equivalents
at the Property for the preceding calendar year using the Certificate Form attached as Exhibit
"B". All refunds under this Agreement shall be due within 30 days of written demand for
payment.

(b) In the event the Company, at any time during the term of this Agreement, is
convicted of a violation under 8 U.S.C. Section 1324a(f) regarding the unlawful employment of
undocumented workers, it shall reimburse the City all grant funds paid pursuant to this Agreement
together with interest charged from the date of payment of the funds at the statutory rate for
delinquent taxes as determined by V.T.C.A., Tax Code § 33.01, but without the addition of
penalty. Repayment of grant funds and interest shall be due not later than 120 days after the date
the City notifies the Company of the violation.

Article V
Termination

5.01  This Agreement terminates upon any one or more of the following:
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(a) By mutual written agreement of the parties;
(b) Upon expiration of the Term;

©) By either party, if the other party defaults or breaches any of the terms or
conditions of this Agreement and such default or breach is not cured within thirty (30) days after
written notice thereof (provided that such 30 day period shall be extended if the default is of a
nature that cannot reasonably be cured within such 30 day period and further provided that the
remedy is being diligently pursued); and

(d) By either party if any subsequent federal or state legislation or any
decision of a court of competent jurisdiction declares or renders this Agreement invalid, illegal
or unenforceable, provided, that such termination notice shall set forth an explanation of the
terminating party’s basis for termination under this subsection (d).

5.02 Effect of Termination. The rights, responsibilities and liabilities of the Parties
under this Agreement shall be extinguished upon the applicable effective date of termination of
this Agreement, except for any obligations that accrue prior to such termination or as otherwise
provided herein. All rights and obligations set forth above shall survive the termination of this
Agreement.

Article VI
Miscellaneous

6.01 Binding Agreement. The terms and conditions of this Agreement are binding
upon the successors and permitted assigns of the parties hereto. This Agreement may not be
assigned without the express written consent of the non-assigning party, except that the
Company may assign this Agreement without obtaining the City’s consent (a) to one of its
affiliates, or (b) to any person or entity that directly or indirectly acquires, through merger, sale
of stock, purchase or otherwise, all or substantially all of the assets of the Company.

6.02 No Joint Venture. It is acknowledged and agreed by the parties that the terms
hereof are not intended to and shall not be deemed to create a partnership or joint venture among
the parties. Neither party shall have any authority to act on behalf of the other party under any
circumstances by virtue of this Agreement.

6.03  Authorization. Each party represents that it has full capacity and authority to
grant all rights and assume all obligations that are granted and assumed under this Agreement.

6.04 Notice. Any notice required or permitted to be delivered hereunder shall be
deemed received three (3) days thereafter sent by United States Mail, postage prepaid, certified
mail, return receipt requested, addressed to the party at the address set forth below (or such other
address as such party may subsequently designate in writing) or on the day actually received if
sent by courier or otherwise hand delivered.

6.05 Entire Agreement. This Agreement is the entire Agreement between the parties
with respect to the subject matter covered in this Agreement. There is no other collateral oral or
written Agreement between the parties that in any manner relates to the subject matter of this
Agreement.

6.06 Governing Law. This Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance
with the laws of the State of Texas, without giving effect to any conflicts of law rule or principle
that might result in the application of the laws of another jurisdiction. Venue for any action
concerning this Agreement, the transactions contemplated hereby or the liabilities or obligations
imposed hereunder shall be in the State District Court of Collin County, Texas.

6.07 Amendment. This Agreement may only be amended by the mutual written
agreement of the parties.

6.08 Legal Construction. In the event any one or more of the provisions contained in
this Agreement shall for any reason be held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect,
such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability shall not affect other provisions, and it is the
intention of the parties to this Agreement that in lieu of each provision that is found to be illegal,
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invalid, or unenforceable, a provision shall be added to this Agreement which is legal, valid and
enforceable and is as similar in terms as possible to the provision found to be illegal, invalid or
unenforceable.

6.09 Recitals. The recitals to this Agreement are incorporated herein.

6.10 Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts. Each of the
counterparts shall be deemed an original instrument, but all of the counterparts shall constitute
one and the same instrument.

6.11 Survival of Covenants. Any of the representations, warranties, covenants, and
obligations of the parties, as well as any rights and benefits of the parties, pertaining to a period
of time following the termination of this Agreement shall survive termination.

6.12 Dispute Resolution. Any controversy or claim arising from or relating to this
Agreement, or a breach thereof shall be subject to non-binding mediation, as a condition
precedent to the institution of legal or equitable proceedings by any party. The parties shall
endeavor to resolve their claims by mediation that, unless the parties mutually agree otherwise,
shall be in accordance with the American Arbitration Association’s Commercial Mediation
Rules in effect at the time of mediation. Request for mediation shall be filed concurrently with
the other party. Mediation shall proceed in advance of legal or equitable proceedings, which
shall be stayed pending mediation for a period of sixty (60) days from the date of filing for
mediation, unless stayed for a longer period of time by agreement of the parties. The party
requesting the mediation shall bear all costs related to the mediation. The mediation shall be
held in Collin County, Texas, unless another location is mutually agreed upon. Agreements
reached in mediation shall be enforceable as settlement agreements in any Court having
jurisdiction thereof.
