agenda will be kept in the office of the City Secretary for a period of two years as required.   

 
Mayor LaRosiliere reconvened the meeting back into the Preliminary Open Meeting at 6:10 

p.m. in the Senator Florence Shapiro Council Chambers.

Multicultural Outreach Roundtable 
 Upon a motion made by Mayor LaRosiliere and seconded by Council Member Davidson, 
the Council voted 8-0 to appoint Graciela Katzer and Dinesh Pai as Co-Chairs.   
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Policy and Governmental Relations Briefing 
 

Assistant City Manager Israelson provided an overview of the department’s responsibilities 
and its three employees.  He stated the department provides policy development, policy compliance, 
legislative coordination, performance measurement, government relations, and franchise 
management.  Mr. Israelson reported department works on legislative matters affecting the City at 
the local, state and federal level.  He spoke to franchise management including maintaining 
agreements and franchise revenue for utilities, communications, and right of ways.  Mr. Israelson 
stated the department is responsible for special projects, performance measures and the electronic 
dashboard, quarterly delegate luncheons, the internship program, and the Food for Kids program. 
 
Housing Value Retention Analysis Presentation 
 
 Planning Director Day provided a brief summary of the goals for housing values retention 
and introduced Jason Claunch, President and Analyst Michael Latham from Catalyst Commercial.  
Mr. Claunch spoke to the cycle of a neighborhood and its growth and to the neighborhood-centric 
city principal. 
 
 Mr. Latham provided information on the neighborhood units studied, historical home sales, 
typology, percent of change in median value, Plano’s sales price change compared to the DFW area, 
and neighborhood unit inventory available.  He spoke to the City’s issues, strengths, opportunities, 
and threats relating to neighborhood health.  Mr. Latham spoke to the impact of owner-occupied 
and renter-occupied properties.  
 
 Mr. Claunch spoke to the City’s level of service compared to national benchmark cities and 
the cost of service comparison with DFW area cities.  He provided information regarding options 
for housing diversification, implementation of ideas to enhance neighborhood quality, 
neighborhood gateways, and improving retail quality.  Mr. Claunch discussed scenarios for 
redevelopment, rental registration programs, expansion of the Love Where You Live program, and 
included costs for the implementation of the strategies.  The Council discussed the various options 
and provided direction to review the programs and return to Council with a prioritized list of 
programs for implementation and the costs involved.

proceedings, if necessary, and providing an effective date. (Regular Item “1”) 
 
 Director of Engineering Carr stated this item is to change the location of the easement property 
previously approved by Council.  He advised Staff is continuing to work with the property owner to 
acquire the property but the ordinance is required if an agreement cannot be reached.  Mr. Carr spoke 
to the original and revised location of the property and stated the Council would need to make a 
specific motion to authorize the action.  
 

Council Member Downs moved to authorize the use of the power of eminent domain to acquire 
an easement on a portion of 1017 E. 15th Street which is more fully described in Exhibit “A” attached 
to the Ordinance posted on tonight’s City Council agenda marked as Item No. 1, and for the public use 
of the construction, access, repair, relocation, maintenance, and replacement of the improvements and 
related appurtenances necessary for the Centralized Waste Collection Station on 15th Place; and further 
to adopt Ordinance No. 2014-11-5.  City Attorney Mims requested the City Secretary attach Exhibit 
“A” to the motion for the record.  Council Member Duggan seconded the motion and the Council 
voted 8-0.  The motion carried. 
 
 
Public Hearing and adoption of Resolution No. 2014-11-6(R) to approve the use or taking of a 
portion of City of Plano public Park Land, known as Arbor Hills Nature Preserve pursuant to Chapter

 Director of Parks and Recreation Fortenberry provided an overview of the project.  She stated 
North Texas Municipal Water District (NTMWD) has requested an easement to relocate sanitary sewer 
lines due to erosion of the existing line.  Ms. Fortenberry spoke to the scope of work to be completed 
by NTMWD and that the areas affected by the construction would be returned to acceptable levels as 
determined by Staff.   She advised Council would need to determine there is no feasible alternative, the 
project contains reasonable planning, and the project will not adversely affect the park. 
 

Mayor LaRosiliere opened the Public Hearing.  No one spoke for or against. Mayor LaRosiliere 
closed the Public Hearing.

Public Hearing and adoption of Ordinance No. 2014-11-7 as requested in Zoning Case 2014-25 to 
amend the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance of the City, Ordinance No. 2006-4-24, as heretofore 
amended, so as to rezone 86.2± acres of land located on the west side of Coit Road, 950± feet north of 
Mapleshade Lane in the City of Plano, Collin County, Texas, from Corridor Commercial and Light 
Industrial-1 to Urban Mixed-Use-2; directing a change accordingly in the official zoning map of the 
City; and providing a publication clause, a penalty clause, a repealer clause, a savings clause, a 
severability clause, and an effective date. Applicant: Crow-Billingsley LTD. No. 10, Billingsley 121 
Coppell, LTD and University Business Park Phase II Limited (Regular Item “3”) 
 
 Director of Planning Day spoke to the zoning request providing the location, existing Corridor 
Commercial and Light Industrial-1 zoning, and the proposed phasing of the project.  She stated the 
Planning and Zoning Commission recommend approval subject to the following: 
 

The permitted uses and standards shall be in accordance with the Urban Mixed-Use
 (UMU) zoning district unless otherwise specified herein. 

  
The development plan shall be adopted as part of the ordinance. 

 
Exceptions of the UMU District 

1. Blocks A and B: 
a. Minimum Lot Coverage: 15% 
b. Minimum FAR: 0.15:1 
c. Maximum Setback from Coit Road: 160 feet 
d. Minimum Height: One-story; 24 feet 

2. Blocks D, E, K, N, P, Q, and R may exceed maximum block size of three acres. 
3. Structured parking and tuck-under garages shall be included in the calculation of lot 
coverage. 
4. Reduce nonresidential parking ratio from 1:250 square feet to 1:190 square feet.

Lucy Billingsley, applicant, spoke to the project’s overall land use, connectivity with existing 
businesses and residential properties, walkability, mixed uses, and construction phasing.  She provided 
examples of other Billingsley projects and how they would translate into this project, including retail, 
office, multi-family properties, and the open space and park areas.  
 

Mayor LaRosiliere opened the Public Hearing.  Robert Miller spoke in opposition of the 
request due to the multi-family component and William Cravens spoke in favor of the request 
supporting the mixed-land use.

She stated the preliminary site/concept plan for the property shows three mid-
rise residential towers and the applicant requested an increased floor ratio, parking decks four levels 
above grade and an amenity deck on top of the parking garage applying only to the mid-rise residential 
development.  Ms. Day stated staff received 108 letters in opposition from residents outside of the 200 
feet notification area and the Planning and Zoning Commission recommended approval subject to the 
following: 

 
Restrictions: 
 
The permitted uses and standards shall be in accordance with the Regional Commercial (RC) 
zoning district unless otherwise specified herein. 

 
The following standards pertain to Mid-Rise Residential use only: 

1. Floor Area Ratio: Not to exceed 4:1. 
2. Maximum Height for Structured Parking: Structured parking decks may be four 
levels above grade. Parking is prohibited on the top deck which is reserved for a private 
recreation area.

 John Richardson, applicant, spoke to the development’s quality, taxable value, and the intent to 
be a good neighbor.  He addressed the requested cap on the number of units, building height and the 
possible size of units in the two additional towers.  Ms. Day responded to Council’s questions 
regarding parking requirements and units stated in the Comprehensive Plan.  City Attorney Mims 
stated the Council would need to add a stipulation to the motion if they decided to limit the number of 
units. 
 

Council Member Downs made a motion to approve the request as presented adding a cap of 
500 multi-family units per the Comprehensive Plan and Council Member Davidson seconded the 
motion.  The motion failed with a vote of 2-6 with Council Members Davidson and Downs voting in 
favor and Mayor LaRosiliere, Mayor Pro Tem Smith, Deputy Mayor Pro Tem Harris, and Council 
Members Miner, Duggan and Gallagher voting in opposition.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: 
 
The City of Plano, Texas, hereinafter called City, hereby engages ARCADIS US, Inc.,

WHEREAS, the City Council has been presented a proposed Interlocal Cooperation 
Agreement for Medical Countermeasures for Closed Point of Dispensing ("POD") by and 
between Collin County acting through the Collin County Department of Homeland 
Security/Collin County Health Care Services and the City of Plano, Texas, a substantial copy of 
which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein by reference (hereinafter called 
"Agreement"); and 

WHEREAS, upon full review and consideration of the Agreement, and all matters 
attendant and related thereto, the City Council is of the opinion that the terms and conditions 
thereof should be approved, and that the City Manager or his designee shall be authorized to 
execute it on behalf of the City of Plano. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
PLANO, TEXAS, THAT: 

Section I. The terms and conditions of the Agreement, having been reviewed by the 
City Council of the City of Plano and found to be acceptable and in the best interest of the City 
of Plano and its citizens, are hereby in all things approved. 

Section II. The City Manager or his designee is hereby authorized to execute the 
Agreement and all other documents in connection therewith on behalf of the City of Plano, 
substantially according to the terms and conditions set forth in the Agreement.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT FOR 

MEDICAL COUNTERMEASURES FOR CLOSED POD 

This Interlocal Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into between the City of Plano ("City") and 

Collin County ("County"), acting through the Collin County Department of Homeland 

Security/Collin County Health Care Services ("Department"). This Agreement becomes active 

when Strategic National Stockpile (“SNS”) assets are released from Department and accepted by 

the City for Closed POD operations. This Agreement authorizes the City to conduct mass 

dispensing operations using a Closed POD model, under the authority of and with consultation 

from Department. 

I. Background and Purpose 

Under a grant from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s Office of Public Health 

Preparedness and Response (“CDC”), acting through the Texas Department of State Health 

Services (“DSHS”), the County is required to plan and prepare for a public health emergency in 

Collin County that may result from natural or man-made causes; The County will need private or 

closed organizations to serve as Closed Point of Dispensing ("Closed POD") sites in the event of 

emergency caused by bioterrorism, pandemic influenza, or a novel or highly fatal infectious 

agent or biological toxin. 

Each Closed POD site reduces the strain on public Points of Dispensing (“Pull POD”), and 

allows the Closed POD to serve a smaller subset of County residents during a public health 

emergency; increasing the number of these sites will enable the County to provide medical 

countermeasures to larger numbers of people in a shorter amount of time; City Closed POD will 

provide for the dispensing of medical countermeasures to City employees and family members 

(“Members”); the County has concluded that City has the facilities and personnel necessary to be 

a Closed POD site; and this Agreement serves a public service.

II. Public Health Emergency

This Agreement becomes operational if: 

a. The applicable County or Department authority declares a public health emergency; and,

b. The Local Health Authority, or designee, declares that large scale distribution of medical

countermeasures is necessary as a control measure for an outbreak of one or more

communicable diseases and/or other treatment associated with a natural or man-made

disaster.

The onset of such a public health emergency (“public health emergency” or “emergency”) will 

be relayed by Department to City in a timely manner. 

III. Closed POD Designation

In the event of a public health emergency, City agrees to: provide a Closed POD site location; to 

staff the site; and to dispense the prescribed prophylaxis to its Members using these staff and 

according to the City dispensing plan. City agrees to make its facilities and personnel available 

for mass dispensing to its Members as a Closed POD site according to the provisions in this 

Agreement.  Medical countermeasure assets will come from available supply sources and will be 

provided at no cost to City and its Members. 

IV. Department Obligations

In planning for, during, and after the conclusion of an emergency, Department will be obligated 

to: 

a. Assist City with preparing its site dispensing plan, including but not limited to supply

lists, POD layouts, fact sheets, dispensing algorithms, etc.;

b. Arrange for medical countermeasures and/or necessary medical supplies or equipment, if

available, to the extent necessary to administer the medical countermeasure. Department

will not be obligated to provide a complete POD kit or general dispensing supplies to

City;  Department will not be obligated to provide transportation of medical

countermeasure assets, supplies, or equipment, or security thereof, from Department

facilities to City for dispensing;

c. Provide reasonable consultation and assistance, including such consultation and

assistance as is needed for City to comply with Closed POD regulations, restrictions, or

guidance imposed by DSHS, CDC, County, and other relevant policies;
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d. Make reasonable accommodations to provide City information about and/or status

updates on a potential, new, or ongoing emergency, including updates and information

that would appreciably impact the planning, response efforts, or health and safety of City;

e. Make reasonable accommodations to train, or provide for training of, City staff to operate

their dispensing site prior to an event and Just In Time (“JIT”) training;

f. Collect any unused medical countermeasures, medical supplies, and/or medical

documentation after an emergency has ceased. Transportation for these assets will be

provided or arranged for by Department; and,

g. Provide after-action and improvement consultation, as needed or requested.

V. City of Plano Obligations 

In planning for, during, and after the conclusion of an emergency, City will be obligated to: 

a. Serve as a Closed POD location for its Employees during an emergency, acting on behalf

of Department in such a response;

b. Write a dispensing plan for the specific facility serving as dispensing site;

c. Supply and arrange for all equipment and personnel necessary for staffing, security,

dispensing, crowd/traffic control, transportation of assets, and other tasks necessary to

dispense prophylaxis to Employees;

d. Designate the following individuals and provide biannually updated contact information

to Department, including telephone number and email address:

i. An administrator, who will serve as the primary point of contact to outside

entities, including Department;

ii. A medical staff point of contact, who currently has a medical license in good

standing;

iii. A security point of contact, who will interact with Department and any relevant

law enforcement entities in safety and security planning;

iv. A staff liaison, who will coordinate City staff and training.

e. Provide Department with an estimate of the number of Employees that would receive

prophylaxis during an emergency, and will provide updates to that estimate as necessary

or when requested by Department;

f. Provide the personnel, equipment, transportation, and security personnel to take

possession of medical countermeasure assets from Department at the designated pickup

site;
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g. Designate one or more representatives who will have the authority to sign for receipt of

medical countermeasures on behalf of City at the time of pickup from Department;

h. Be responsible for proper disposal of medical waste; and,

i. Be responsible for inventory management.

VI. Term

This Agreement becomes effective when approved by the governing bodies of City and the 

County and will remain in effect indefinitely.  This Agreement may be terminated by either party 

at any time, with or without cause; however, the terminating party shall provide thirty (30) days 

written notice to the other party, according to provisions in Article X. 

VII. Fee/Compensation

There shall be no fee or compensation owed by City, County, or Department under this 

Agreement.   

VIII. Hold Harmless

Each party agrees to the extent authorized under the Constitution and the laws of the State of 

Texas to be fully responsible for any and all claims for damages, costs, and expenses to person or 

persons and property that may arise out of or be occasioned by this Agreement, including but not 

limited to, its acts of negligence or omission in the performance of responsibilities under this 

Agreement.  Each party, to the extent allowed by law and without waiving any rights, defenses, 

or protections provided therein, agrees to be responsible for its own acts of negligence. 

Joint Liability.  In the event of joint or concurrent negligence of the parties, responsibility, if 

any, shall be apportioned comparatively in accordance with the laws of the State of Texas 

without, however, waiving any governmental immunity or defense available to any Party 

individually under Texas law.  City shall be responsible for its sole negligence.  County shall be 

responsible for its sole negligence.  Department shall be responsible for its sole negligence.  The 

provisions of this section are solely for the benefit of the parties hereto and are not intended to 

create or grant any rights, contractual or otherwise, to any other person or entity. 

Immunity.  It is expressly understood and agreed that, in the execution of this Agreement, no Party 

waives, nor shall be deemed hereby to have waived any immunity or defense that would otherwise be 

available to it against claims arising in the exercise of governmental powers and functions.  By entering 
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into this Agreement, the parties do not create any obligations, express or implied, other than those set 

forth herein, and this Agreement shall not create any rights in parties not signatories hereto. To the extent 

authorized under the Constitution and laws of the State of Texas, and without waiving sovereign 

immunity, each party shall be responsible for any and all claims, demands, suits, actions, damages, and 

causes for action related to or arising out of or in any way connected with its own actions, and the actions 

of its personnel rendered or performed pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.  Each 

party agrees to obtain general liability, public official’s liability, if applicable, or maintain a comparable 

self-insurance program. 

IX. Assignability / Consent

Except as otherwise provided herein, or except as may be hereafter determined by the parties, no 

party to this Agreement may sell, assign, or transfer its interest in this Agreement, or any of its 

rights, duties, or obligations hereunder, without the prior written consent of the other party. 

Whenever the consent or the approval of a party is required herein, such a party shall not 

unreasonably withhold, delay, or deny such consent or approval. 

X. Notice 

Any notice given by one party to the other in connection with this Agreement shall be in writing 

and shall be by personal delivery; sent by registered mail or certified mail; or by U.S. Mail, 

return receipt requested, postage prepaid; to:

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XI. Modification

No waiver or modification of this Agreement or of any covenant, condition, limitation herein 

contained will be valid unless in writing and duly executed by the party to be charged therewith. 

No evidence of any waiver or modification shall be offered or received in evidence in any 

proceeding arising between the parties hereto out of or affecting this Agreement, or the rights or 

obligations of the parties hereunder, unless such waiver or modification is in writing, duly 

executed by both parties. The parties further agree that the provisions of this Article will not be 

waived unless as herein set forth. 

XII. Savings / Severability

In the event that any one or more of the provisions hereof contained in this Agreement shall for 

any reason be held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, 

illegality, or unenforceability shall not affect the other provisions, and the Agreement shall be 

constructed as if such invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provision had never been contained in 

this Agreement. 

XIII. Governing Law and Venue

This Agreement shall be construed under and governed by, and in accordance with the laws of 

the State of Texas, and all obligations of the parties hereto, created by this Agreement are 

performable in Collin County, Texas. Venue of any suit or cause of action under this Agreement 

shall lie exclusively in Collin County, Texas. 

XIV. Entire Agreement

This Agreement and the exhibits attached thereto, if any, constitutes the entire Agreement among 

the parties hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes any prior 

understandings or written or oral agreements between the parties with respect to the subject 

matter of this Agreement.  No amendment, modification, cancellation or alteration of the terms 

of this Agreement shall be binding on any party hereto unless the same is in writing, dated 

subsequent to the date hereof, and is duly authorized and executed by the parties hereto. 

XV. Waiver of Terms and Conditions

The failure of either party to enforce or insist upon compliance with any of the terms or 

conditions of this Agreement shall not constitute a general waiver or relinquishment of any such 

terms or conditions, but the same shall be and remain at all times in full force and effect. 
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XVI. Authority of Parties

This Agreement is made by and entered into by the duly-authorized officials of each respective 

entity. 

XVII. Counterparts

This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed 

an original, and constitute one and the same instrument.

An Ordinance of the City Council of the City of Plano, Texas, amending Section 
12-104.5(a) to Chapter 12, Motor Vehicles and Traffic, of the Code of Ordinances 
of the City of Plano, Texas prohibiting parking for longer than four hours in 
certain designated public parking lots within the downtown area without a valid 
permit; providing a repealer clause, a severability clause, a penalty clause, a 
savings clause, a publication clause, and an effective date. 
 
 WHEREAS, the growth of businesses, mixed use development, and light rail 
transportation facilities within the downtown area of the city are anticipated to place 
heavy demands on existing public parking; and  
 
 WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of our citizens that time limits or permitted 
parking be placed on certain designated public parking lots within the business 
government district so that those who work or conduct business in the district may have 
access to those businesses and government offices. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF PLANO, TEXAS, THAT: 
 
 Section I. Section 12-104.5(a) of the City of Plano Code of Ordinances is 
hereby amended to read as follows:  
 

“Sec. 12-104.5(a) - Parking in public lots in the downtown area. 
 
(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to park a motor vehicle in the following 

public parking lots for a period in excess of four (4) hours during the hours 
of 5:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday without having a valid 
City of Plano issued parking permit prominently displayed in said vehicle:  

The public parking lot bounded by the DART light rail line, 14th 
Street, J Avenue and an east-west line located 392 feet south of the 
intersection of J Avenue and 14th Street.  

The public parking lot bounded by 14th Street, K Avenue, a line 
running east-west 170 feet south of the centerline of 14th Street and J 
Place. 

 The public parking spaces located in the Eastside Village II 
Development parking garage, located immediately west of Municipal 
Avenue between 14th Street and 15th Street.  

 The public parking spaces located in the Eastside Village I 
Development parking garage located immediately west of K Avenue 
between 15th Place and 16th Street.”  

 Section II. The Traffic Engineer of Plano is hereby authorized and directed to 
cause placement of traffic control signs at the entrances to the designated public 



parking lots and at other locations as deemed necessary to give adequate notice to all 
persons of the time restrictions and penalties in effect for these parking lots. 
 
 Section III. All provisions of the ordinances of the City of Plano, codified or 
uncodified, in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed, and all 
other provisions of the ordinances of the City of Plano, codified or uncodified, not in 
conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect. 
 
 Section IV. It is the intention of the City Council that this Ordinance, and every 
provision hereof, shall be considered severable, and the invalidity or unconstitutionality 
of any section, clause, provision or portion of this Ordinance shall not affect the validity 
or constitutionality of any other portion of this Ordinance. 
 
 Section V. Any person, firm, or corporation violating any of the provisions of 
this Ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction in the Municipal 
Court, shall be subject to a fine not to exceed TWO HUNDRED AND NO/100 DOLLARS 
($200.00) for each offense.  Each and every violation shall be deemed to constitute a 
separate offense. 
 
 Section VI. The repeal of any ordinance or part of an ordinance effectuated by 
the enactment of this Ordinance shall not be construed as abandoning any action now 
pending under or by virtue of such ordinance or as discontinuing, abating, modifying, or 
altering any penalty accruing or to accrue, or as affecting any rights of the municipality 
under any section or provisions of any ordinances at the time of passage of this 
Ordinance. 
 
 Section VII. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its 
passage and publication as required by law and after all necessary signs and pavement 
markings have been installed.

COMMENTS:   This item may generate additional revenue received from traffic fines within the extended school 
zones; however, at this time the additional revenue to be collected is undeterminable and expected to be 
minimal. 
STRATEGIC PLAN GOAL:  Amending the Code of Ordinances to extend school zones on 15th Street, Baffin 
Bay Drive and Elsinore Drive relates to the City's Goals of Great Neighborhoods - 1st Choice to Live and Safe 
Large City.  Any revenue received via fines as a result of this Ordinance is undeterminable at this time. 

SUMMARY OF ITEM
The Transportation Engineering Division received reports that the school zone sign assembly for the eastbound 
approach to the Stratford Drive school crossing on 15th Street was obscured by a tree in the parkway. Staff 
found that the most feasible location to relocate the sign assembly was in the median of 15th Street 
approximately 100 feet west of the existing west boundary of the school zone. The sign assembly has been 
relocated and necessitates revision of the City Code to reflect the new boundaries of the school zone. 
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In addition, the Transportation Engineering Division also received reports from concerned citizens that school 
children were crossing Baffin Bay Drive and Elsinore Drive outside of the school zone limits.  
 
At Harrington Elementary School observations of crossing activity confirmed that school children were crossing 
Baffin Bay Drive at its intersection with Bedfordshire Drive approximately 365 feet east of the existing east 
school zone boundary.  
 
At Anderson Elementary School, observations of crossing activity confirmed that school children were crossing 
Elsinore Drive approximately 20 feet east of the existing west school zone boundary. This location is too close 
to the school zone boundary to effectively insure that motorists have reduced their speed to 20 miles per hour. 
 
The Transportation Engineering Division has prepared for City Council consideration the attached ordinance 
extending the school zone on 15th Street to reflect the current locations of the traffic control signage marking 
the end points of the school zone and extending the school zones on Baffin Bay Drive and Elsinore Drive to 
include, within their respective school zones, the locations that school children were observed crossing these 
streets.  
 
The Transportation Engineering Division recommends approval of the proposed ordinance.

The repeal of any Ordinance or part of any Ordinance effectuated 
by the enactment of this Ordinance shall not be construed as abandoning any action 
now pending under or by virtue of such Ordinance or as discontinuing, abating, 
modifying, or altering any penalty accruing or to accrue, or as affecting any rights of the 
municipality under any section or provisions of any ordinances at the time of passage of 
this Ordinance.

Chairman Art Stone called the meeting to order at 4:00 p.m., Tuesday October 21, 2014 in the Senator 

Florence Shapiro Council Chambers of the Municipal Center.  A quorum was present and notice of the 

meeting had been posted for the time and manner required by law.  The following matters were discussed. 

 

Chairman Stone admitted all documents and testimony given into the official Building Standards record.   

 

1.    Public comments:  There was no public comment.   

 

2. Approval of Minutes from September 16, 2014. 

 

Board Member James Craft made the motion to approve the minutes from September 16, 2014; Joe 

Milkes seconded the motion.  The Board voted 5/0 in favor of approving the minutes from September 16, 

2014. 

 

3. Update and possible action on substandard property – 1424 Laurel Lane – Owner Glen and 

Patricia Noel  
 

David Reznik, Property Standards Specialist, testified on the current condition and timeline of events on 

this property since the last Building Standards Commission meeting. The home is for sale, unoccupied, 

and in the process of being cleaned up.  No Action was taken on 1424 Laurel Lane by the Commission. 

 

4. Discussion and possible action regarding the following property’s continued noncompliance 

with the minimum standards required by Chapter 6, Building and Building Regulations, of the 

City of Plano Code of Ordinances, and consideration of whether to provide further opportunity 

for property to come into compliance or to execute final order for the property located at 2700 

Chadwick Drive, Plano, Texas, Owner Judy Gibson 

 

David Reznik, Property Standards Specialist, gave a presentation on the history and the current condition 

of the property.  After the presentation Mr. Reznik testified that staff recommends the property be 

condemned unsafe to occupy and to remain vacated until all life safety violations within the structure 

have been brought into compliance.  Also the responsible parties be given no more than sixty (60) days to 

bring the property into compliance by correcting all unsanitary conditions in the property. 



 

Mr. Reznik answered questions from the Commission. 

 

Judy Gibson, Homeowner, testified due to her health conditions, and her 401K money being stolen, she 

has not been able to fix her home or make repairs. Ms. Gibson stated thanks to her neighbor, Mari Boggs, 

she is getting things accomplished.  Ms. Gibson further stated if it wasn’t for her neighbor, she wouldn’t 

have anything done.   

 

Mary Boggs, Neighbor, testified when she saw that there was an issue, she offered assistance.   Ms. 

Boggs stated she and a team of people  removed all the trash and debris inside and outside the house.  Ms. 

Boggs further testified there is a company coming in tomorrow to remove the drywall, then another 

company will replace the sheet rock, and then, the City will come in to make inspections.  Ms. Boggs 

stated it is her intent to oversee this project until the home is habitable again. 

 

Plano Police Officer William Rollins testified that he made contact with Ms. Gibson and her neighbors 

several weeks ago when he was at the property to serve a search warrant.  Officer Rollins further testified 

that everyone in the neighborhood loves Ms. Gibson and that all the neighbors are taking care of the 

situation.   Officer Rollins stated he is helping to find ways for Ms. Gibson to keep her home.  Officer 

Rollins said they are getting as many volunteers as they can to help.   Officer Rollins answered questions 

from the Commission.    

 

Scott Neumeyer testified that Ms. Gibson does not qualify for a grant from the City, but they are 

exploring other options.   

 

Mr. Stone closed the floor to public comment, and discussion was confined to the Commission.   

 

After discussion, Commission Member James Craft made the motion to approve staff recommendation 

amended to ninety (90) days to reach compliance. Joe Milkes seconded the motion.  The Commission 

voted 5/0 in favor of the motion.   

 

5.  Discussion and consideration of recommendation to City Council for the adoption of the 2014 

National Electric Code amendments 

 

Wayne Snell, Building Inspections Manager, presented the Commission with a draft of the 2014 National 

Electric Code and answered questions from the Commission 

. 

After discussion, Commission Member Richard Kelley made the motion to recommend to City Council 

the adoption of the 2014 National Electric code with amendments as presented.  Commission Member 

Mo Khoshkar seconded the motion.  The Commission voted 5/0 in favor of the motion. 

 

6. Items for future Agenda. 
 

At this time, there are no items for the November meeting.  The cut off is not until October 31, 2014.

An Ordinance of the City of Plano, Texas repealing Ordinance No. 2011-1-12, codified as 

Article IX, Electrical Code, Chapter 6 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Plano, Texas; 

adopting the 2014 National Electrical Code with certain additions, deletions, and amendments 

as the Electrical Code for the City of Plano, Texas; and providing a repealer clause, a 

severability clause, a penalty clause, a savings clause, a publication clause and an effective date. 

 

WHEREAS, on January 10, 2011, by Ordinance No. 2011-1-12, the City Council of the City 

of Plano adopted the 2011 Edition of National Electrical Code as the Electrical Code of the City, and 

such Ordinance was codified as Section 6-275 of Article IX, Electrical Code, of Chapter 6 of the 

Code of Ordinances of the City of Plano; and 

 

WHEREAS, on October 21, 2014 the Building Standards Commission held a public hearing 

to discuss the adoption of the 2014 National Electrical Code, a publication of the National Fire 

Protections Association, along with the appendices of such Code, and to receive input from the 

general public and all persons who may be affected by the proposed adoption; and   

 

WHEREAS, upon the recommendation of the Building Standards Commission and upon full 

consideration of all matters attendant and related thereto, the City Council is of the opinion that the 

2014 Edition of the National Electrical Code, and the local amendments thereto, should be approved 

and adopted as the Electrical Code of the City.  

 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 

OF PLANO, TEXAS, THAT: 

 

Section I. The following ordinances or sections thereof, all of which are codified as 

Article IX, Electrical Code, of Chapter 6 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Plano, are hereby 

repealed: 

 

Ordinance No. 2011-1-12 duly passed and approved by the City Council of the City 

of Plano on the 10th day of January, 2011. 

 

Section II. Article IX of Chapter 6 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Plano, 

Texas, is hereby replaced to read as follows: 

  

Article IX. ELECTRICAL CODE 

 

DIVISION 1. GENERALLY 

 

Sec. 6-271. Penalty. 

 

 Any person, firm or corporation found to be violating any term or provision of this 

Ordinance, shall be subject to a fine in accordance with Section 1-4 (a) of the City Code of 

Ordinances for each offense.  Every day a violation continues shall constitute a separate offense. 

 

Sec. 6-272  Adopted. 

 

 The 2014 edition of the National Electrical Code, as published by the National Fire 

Protection Association, a copy of which is on file in the office of the City Secretary, is hereby 



adopted and designated as the Electrical Code of the City to the same extent as if such code were 

copied verbatim in this Article.   

 

Sec. 6-273. Short title. 

 

The title of this Article shall be the “Electrical Code of the City of Plano,” and it may be cited 

as such.   

 

Sec. 6-274. Definitions.  

 

For the purposes of this Article certain terms, phrases, works and their derivatives shall be 

defined and meanings construed as set out in this section. 

 

Authorized person means an individual or authorized representative of a firm or corporation who is 

currently licensed under the provisions of this Article to do the work as permitted under the specific 

provisions of this Article.   

 

Board means the Building Standards Commission as constituted in this Article. 

 

Electrical construction means and includes all work and material used in installing, maintaining and 

extending a system of electrical wiring and all appurtenances, apparatus, and equipment used in 

connection therewith, inside of or attached to any building or structure, lot or premises.   

 

Electrical contractor means any person engaged in the business of installing, maintaining or altering, 

by contract, electrical conductors or equipment.   

 

Electrician means a person who is engaged in the work of electrical construction, maintenance, or 

repair and who is qualified under the terms and provisions of this Article.   

 

Engineering Supervision means supervision by a qualified State of Texas Licensed Professional 

Engineer engaged primarily in the design or maintenance of electrical installations.   

 

Inspector means an individual who has been designated by the City as an Electrical Inspector.   

 

Intersystem Bonding Termination means a device that provides a means for connecting intersystem 

bonding conductors for communication systems and other systems to the grounding electrode system. 

Bonding conductors for other systems shall not be larger than 6 AWG. 

 

Kitchen means an area with a sink and permanent facilities for food preparation and cooking. 

 

Maintenance means the act of keeping in a state of safe operating condition any conductor or piece of 

equipment used inside or outside, attached or connected to any building electrical system by 

replacement of units or elements thereof, but shall not include extensions of, or additions or 

alterations to an existing system or branch thereof. 

 

Owner means any person, firm, partnership, or corporation holding legal title to or in any real 

property, building, or premises within the City limits. 

 



Plans Examiner means an individual who has been designated by the City of Plano to perform code 

review on plans submitted to the Building Inspections Department for permitting. 

 

Registered (Licensed) means that the person has made application to the Building Inspections 

Department and has satisfied the department that the person is qualified to do the work stated in the 

application, the necessary registration fees to date have been paid, and that the person’s name is 

carried in the records of the Electrical Inspector as a person authorized to do electrical work as 

defined in this Article.   

 

Repair means the act of restoring to a safe and sound condition as an operating unit or element any 

conductor or piece of equipment used either inside or outside, attached or connected to a building 

electrical system, but shall not include extensions of or additions to an existing system or branch 

thereof. 

 

Special permission means the written consent of the Electrical Inspector.  Such permission shall be 

based upon a reasonable interpretation of this Article with respect to a specific problem where a strict 

interpretation would create an injustice. 

 

Texas Department of Licensing and Regulation (TDLR) is the umbrella licensing agency for the State 

of Texas that is responsible for regulating the Texas Electrical Safety and Licensing Act. 

 

Division 2.  AMENDMENTS 

 

Sec. 6-275 Amendments 

 

Article 110.2; change the following to read as follows:  

 

110.2 Approval. The conductors and equipment required or permitted by this Code shall be 

acceptable only if approved. Approval of equipment may be evident by listing and labeling of 

equipment by a Nationally Recognized Testing Lab (NRTL) with a certification mark of that 

laboratory or a qualified third party inspection agency approved by the AHJ.  

 

Exception: Unlisted equipment that is relocated to another location within a jurisdiction or is field 

modified is subject to the approval by the AHJ. This approval may be by a field evaluation by a 

NRTL or qualified third party inspection agency approved by the AHJ.  

 

Informational Note No. 1: See 90.7, Examination of Equipment for Safety, and 110.3, 

Examination, Identification, Installation, and Use of Equipment. See definitions of Approved, 

Identified, Labeled, and Listed.  

Informational Note No. 2: Manufacturer’s self-certification of equipment may not necessarily 

comply with US product safety standards as certified by a Nationally Recognized Testing 

Lab.  

Informational Note No. 3: NFPA 790 and 791 provide an example of an approved method for 

qualifying a third party inspection agency. 

 

Article 210.52(G) (1) Garages:  

 

(1) Garages. In each attached garage and in each detached garage with electric power. At 

least one receptacle outlet shall be installed for each car space. 



230.71 Maximum Number of Disconnects. Article 230.71(A); add the following exception: 
 

(A) General.  The service disconnecting means for each service permitted by 230.2, or for each set of 

service-entrance conductors permitted by 230.40, Exception Nos. 1, 3, 4, or 5, shall consist of not more 

than six switches or sets of circuit breakers, mounted in a single enclosure, in a group of separate 

enclosures, or in or on a switchboard.  There shall be no more than six sets of disconnects per service 

grouped in any one location.  For the purpose...{text unchanged}...shall not be considered a service 

disconnecting means. 

 

Exception:  Multiple-occupancy buildings.  Individual service disconnecting means is limited to six 

for each occupant.  The number of individual disconnects at one location may exceed six. 

 

Article 240.91; delete the Article. 

 

250.30 (A)(4)(2); is amended with the addition of the following sentence; The connection of the 

grounding electrode conductor to metal water piping shall be ahead of any water shut off valve 

located within the building or structure. 

 

250.50; is amended with the addition of the following sentence; Any building or structure supplied 

by a service or feeder with a foundation, footing or piers shall have either a concrete encased 

electrode, ground ring, 2/0 AWG grounding electrode conductor connecting two eight (8) foot driven 

ground rods spaced a minimum of twenty (20) feet apart connected by a 2/0 AWG bonding 

conductor buried in a trench at least 30 inches deep, or chemical electrode installed.  

 

250.64 (B); is amended with the following sentence; Grounding electrode conductors installed on the 

exterior of a building or structure shall be protected by a non-flexible raceway. 

 

300.11 Securing and Supporting. Article 300.11; add the following exception: 

 

(A) Secured in Place.  Raceways, cable assemblies, boxes, cabinets, and fittings shall be securely 

fastened in place.  Support wires that do not provide secure support shall not be permitted as 

the sole support. Support wires and associated fittings that provide secure support and that are 

installed in addition to the ceiling grid support wires shall be permitted as the sole support.  

Where independent support wires are used, they shall be secured at both ends.  Cables and 

raceways shall not be supported by ceiling grids. 

 

Exception: Ceiling grid support wires may be used for structural supports when the associated 

wiring is located in that area, not more than two raceways or cables supported per wire, with a 

maximum nominal metric designation 16 (trade size 1/2”). 

 

Article 310.15(B) (7); change to read as follows:  

 

(7) This Article shall not be used in conjunction with 220.82. 

 

500.8 Equipment. Article 500.8 (A) (3) changed to read as follows: 

 

Articles 500 through 504 require equipment construction and installation that ensure safe 

performance under conditions of proper use and maintenance. 

  



Informational Note No. 1: It is important that inspection authorities and users exercise more than 

ordinary care with regard to installation and maintenance. 

  

Informational Note No. 2: Since there is no consistent relationship between explosion properties and 

ignition temperature, the two are independent requirements. 

  

Informational Note No. 3: Low ambient conditions require special consideration. Explosion proof or 

dust-ignition proof equipment may not be suitable for use at temperatures lower than -25°C (-13°F) 

unless they are identified for low-temperature service. However, at low ambient temperatures, 

flammable concentrations of vapors may not exist in a location classified as Class I, Division 1 at 

normal ambient temperature.  

 

(A) Suitability. Suitability of identified equipment shall be determined by one of the following:  

(1) Equipment listing or labeling  

(2) Evidence of equipment evaluation from a qualified testing laboratory or inspection 

agency concerned with product evaluation  

(3) Evidence acceptable to the authority having jurisdiction such as a manufacturer's self-

evaluation or an engineering judgment signed and sealed by a qualified licensed Professional 

Engineer in the State of Texas.  

 

Informational Note: Additional documentation for equipment may include certificates demonstrating 

compliance with applicable equipment standards, indicating special conditions of use, and other 

pertinent information. 

 

505.7 Special Precaution. Section 505.7(A) changed to read as follows: 

 

Article 505 requires equipment construction and installation that ensures safe performance under 

conditions of proper use and maintenance.  

 

Informational Note No. 1: It is important that inspection authorities and users exercise more than 

ordinary care with regard to the installation and maintenance of electrical equipment in hazardous 

(classified) locations.  

 

Informational Note No. 2: Low ambient conditions require special consideration. Electrical 

equipment depending on the protection techniques described by 505.8(A) may not be suitable for use 

at temperatures lower than -20°C (-4°F) unless they are identified for use at lower temperatures. 

However, at low ambient temperatures, flammable concentrations of vapors may not exist in a 

location classified Class I, Zones 0, 1, or 2 at normal ambient temperature.  

 

(A) Implementation of Zone Classification System. Classification of areas, engineering and 

design, selection of equipment and wiring methods, installation, and inspection shall be 

performed by a qualified licensed Professional Engineer in the State of Texas. 

 

Article 517.30 Essential Electrical Systems for Hospitals; create a new (H) and add the 

following language:  

 

(G) Coordination. Overcurrent protective devices serving the equipment branch of the essential 

electrical system shall be coordinated for the period of time that a fault’s duration extends beyond 0.1 

second.  



Exception No. 1: Between transformer primary and secondary overcurrent protective devices, where 

only one overcurrent protective device or set of overcurrent protective devices exists on the 

transformer secondary.  

 

Exception No. 2: Between overcurrent protective devices of the same size (ampere rating) in series.  

Informational Note: The terms coordination and coordinated as used in this section do not cover the 

full range of overcurrent conditions. 

  

(H) Selective Coordination. Overcurrent protective devices serving the life safety and critical 

branches of the essential electrical system shall be selectively coordinated with all supply-side 

overcurrent protective devices. 

 

Exception No. 1: Between transformer primary and secondary overcurrent protective devices, where 

only one overcurrent protective device or set of overcurrent protective devices exists on the 

transformer secondary.  

 

Exception No. 2: Between overcurrent protective devices of the same size (ampere rating) in series.  

 

Informational Note: The terms coordination and coordinated as used in this section do not cover the 

full range of overcurrent conditions. 

 

680.25 Feeders.   

 

Section 680.25(A) changed to read as follows: 

 

These provisions shall apply to any feeder on the supply side of panel boards supplying branch 

circuits for pool equipment covered in Part II of this article and on the load side of the service 

equipment or the source of a separately derived system. 

 

(A) Wiring Methods.  
 

(1) Feeders. Feeders shall be installed in rigid metal conduit or intermediate metal conduit. 

The following wiring methods shall be permitted if not subject to physical damage:  

(1) Liquid tight flexible nonmetallic conduit  

(2) Rigid polyvinyl chloride conduit  

(3) Reinforced thermosetting resin conduit  

(4) Electrical metallic tubing where installed on or within a building  

(5) Electrical nonmetallic tubing where installed within a building  

(6) Type MC cable where installed within a building and if not subject to corrosive 

environment  

(7) Nonmetallic-sheathed cable  

 (8) Type SE cable 

 

Sec. 6-276-6-279 Reserved. 

 

Sec. 6-280  Electrical signs. 

 

All electrical display signs shall meet the requirements of other sections of this Article and 

any rule or regulation of any other ordinance or code issued by authority of the governing body of the 



City and the National Electrical Code, and shall be constructed and installed in accordance with the 

special regulations set forth in this section.  Permits for installation of signs shall be obtained from 

the Building Inspections Department before any signs are installed.  Permit fees shall be obtained and 

paid for in the manner and in the amount set forth in the fee schedule as adopted by the City Council. 

 

Sec. 6-281. Supervision of work; limitation on employment of apprentices. 

 

(a) In the actual work of installing, maintaining, altering or repairing any electric 

conductors or equipment for which this Article or other ordinance requires a permit, there shall be 

present and in direct supervision a qualified electrician of the proper classification.  An electrical 

contractor or master electrician shall be liable and responsible for layout and technical supervision of 

any work which requires a permit and a journeyman or higher classified grade electrician shall be in 

direct “on the job” supervision of work carried on specified in this Article.  Should it come to the 

attention of the Electrical Inspector or his assistants that such supervision and control are not being 

maintained, the Inspector may order the work to be discontinued and the person to whom the permit 

has been issued shall discontinue further work until proper supervision has been employed or 

supplied.  Nothing in this section shall be construed as prohibiting the employment of apprentices 

assisting a person duly registered and qualified under the provisions of this Article.  It shall be 

unlawful to have more than four (4) apprentice electricians working under the supervision of a duly 

registered person on any one job. 

 

(b) A homeowner may personally install electrical conductors or equipment within his 

place of residence if the owner applies for and receives a permit, pays required fees, does work in 

accordance with this code, and applies for an inspection.  Work performed by a homeowner, under 

the provisions of this section must be done by himself on homestead premises owned and occupied 

by him without compensation.  The homeowner shall not employ another person to assist him in any 

way on work done under the provisions of this section. 

 

Sec. 6-282. Inspection and approval or rejection of rough work. 

 

(a) When the rough wiring or installation work authorized by a permit issued under this 

Article is complete on any permit issued under this Article, the person responsible therefore shall 

notify the Electrical Inspector that the job is ready for inspection giving proper identification of the 

work and address.  The Electrical Inspector shall then make an inspection of the electrical installation 

within twenty-four (24) hours from the time of notification (exclusive of Saturdays, Sundays and 

legal holidays). 

 

(b) If such wiring or installation work has been installed in accordance with the terms or 

provisions of this Article, the Electrical Inspector shall sign an Inspection Notice noting thereon the 

date of approval of the work.  More than one (1) rough inspection may be made without charge when 

the progress of construction requires such inspection. 

 

(c) If the electric wiring or installation of fixtures or equipment inspected under this 

section is found to be faulty or incorrectly or defectively installed, the Electrical Inspector shall 

attach an Inspection Notice showing rejection of the work and make available to the responsible 

person who installed such work information as to the changes necessary to be made in order that the 

work may conform to this Article.  The person responsible for such work shall, within twenty-four 

(24) hours from the time of notification; make or start to make changes ordered and shall proceed 

with the work until the same is completed.  Upon completion thereof, he shall notify the Electrical 



Inspector to the effect that the defective work has been corrected.  The latter then shall cause a 

reinspection to be made, and if the work is found to comply with this Article he shall sign the 

inspection card noting thereon the date of approval of the work.  If the Electrical Inspector shall 

again find the work incorrectly installed, they shall notify the responsible person of the necessary 

changes and shall again reinspect the work.  If the responsible electrician does not make the required 

changes before the permit expires, Contractor Registration shall be cancelled and the inspector shall 

refuse to issue to any such person any further permits until the work in question is corrected and 

approved.   

 

Sec. 6-283. Final Inspection and approval or rejection of new work. 

 

 Upon completion of all electrical wiring or installations of fixtures or equipment in any 

building or on any premises for which a permit has been issued under this Article, the permittee shall 

notify the Electrical Inspector that the work is ready for final inspection, giving the permit number 

and street address.  The Electrical Inspector shall then cause inspection to be made within twenty-

four (24) hours from time of notification (exclusive of Sundays and legal holidays).  If any faulty 

wiring or equipment is found, the electrician in charge shall be notified of the changes to be made in 

order that such work shall conform to this Article.  If such work is found to be correctly installed, 

replaced or repaired, the Electrical Inspector shall endorse his approval upon the inspection 

certificate stating that the wiring and installation work has been installed in accordance with the 

provisions of this Article. 

 

Sec. 6-284. Work not to be covered until approved. 

 

  It shall be unlawful for any person to cover or cause to be covered any part of a wiring 

installation with flooring, lath, wallboard, or other material until the Electrical Inspector has 

approved the wiring installation, in part or as a whole, as required by this Article. 

 

Sec. 6-285. Connection prior to issuance of certificate of approval. 

 

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to make connections from a source of electrical 

energy to any electrical wiring, devices or equipment on an installation for which a permit is required 

by this Article, until a certificate of approval has been issued by the Electrical Inspector authorizing 

such connection, and the use of such wiring, devices or equipment. 

 

(b) It shall be unlawful for any person to make connections from a source of electrical 

energy to any electrical wiring, devices or equipment which has been disconnected by order of the 

Electrical Inspector or the use of which has been prohibited for reasons set forth in this Article until a 

certificate of approval has been issued by the inspector authorizing the reconnection and use of such 

wiring, devices or equipment. 

 

Sec. 6-286. Removal of abandoned wire and unused poles and apparatus. 
 

 It shall be the duty of the Electrical Inspector to cause all abandoned wire, unused poles or 

electrical apparatus on the outside of the building or in streets or alleys to be removed at the expense 

of the owners thereof by giving such owners written notice. 

 

 

 



Sec. 6-287. Inspections of existing installation – complaint driven. 

 

Upon receipt of a complaint of suspected violations of this Article, the Electrical Inspector 

shall inspect/reinspect electric wiring, electric devices and electric equipment previously installed, or 

that may be installed in any building of the City and within the scope of this Article.  If the 

installation of any such wiring, devices or equipment is found to be defective, dangerous or in an 

unsafe condition, the Electrical Inspector shall notify the owner in writing of such condition.  The 

person owning, using or operating the same shall make the necessary repairs or changes required to 

place such wiring, devices or equipment in a safe condition, within five (5) days or any longer period 

specified by the Electrical Inspector.  The Electrical Inspector shall immediately order the 

disconnection or discontinuance of electrical service to such wiring, device or equipment until the 

same has been made safe as directed. 

 

Sec. 6-288. Unauthorized alternation of conductors or equipment. 

 

 It shall be unlawful for any unauthorized person to, in any manner, change or alter electrical 

conductors or equipment in or on any building.  If, in the course of erecting a building or structure, 

electrical conductors or equipment have previously been installed in such a position as to interfere 

with the erection or completion of the structure, notice shall immediately be given the authorized 

person or firm using the electrical conductors or equipment, and shall be required to accomplish this 

needed change in accordance with this Article.   

 

Sec. 6-289. Service of notices or orders. 

 

If the person to whom any order or notice issued pursuant to the provisions of this Article is 

directed, cannot be found after reasonable search has been made, such order or notice may be served 

by posting the same in a conspicuous place upon the premises occupied by him or where the defects 

recited in the order or notice are alleged to exist, or on the premises which may be deemed unsafe or 

dangerous.  Such service shall be equivalent to personal service of such order or notice.  Any order to 

comply with the terms of such order or notice may be sent by mail in a sealed envelope with postage 

prepaid and directed to the address of the electrician, owner, lessee or occupant of the premises 

where the defects recited in the order are alleged to exist, and shall be equivalent to personal service 

of such order. 

 

Sec. 6-290. Modification or waiver. 

 

The electrical regulations of this Article may be modified or waived in writing by the 

Electrical Inspector pursuant to Section 90-4 of the Electrical Code as amended when such 

modification or waiver is reasonable and does not differ from the intent of this Article and does not 

create an injustice.  In all cases such waiver shall be obtained from Electrical Inspector prior to 

starting the work, and a copy of the waiver shall be filed in the office of the Electrical Inspector.  A 

denial of such a waiver may be appealed to the Building Standards Commission. 

 

 

Sec. 6-291. Liability of City and owner of property for damages. 

 

The regulations of this Article shall not be construed to relieve from or lessen the responsibility or 

liability of any person owning, operating or installing electrical conductors, devices, appliances, 

fixtures, apparatus, motors, or equipment for damages to persons or buildings caused by any defect 



therein by reason of the inspection authorized in this Division or the certificate of approved 

inspection issued by the electrical inspection section as provided in this Division.  The City shall not 

be held liable for any damages by reason of the enforcement of this Article. 

 

Sec. 6-292. Liability of Electrical Inspectors. 

 

Where action is taken by the Electrical Inspectors to enforce the provisions of this Article, such acts 

shall be done in the name of and on behalf of the City, and the inspectors, in so acting for the City, 

shall not render themselves personally liable for any damage which may accrue to person or property 

as a result of any act committed in the discharge of their duties.  

 

Secs. 6-293 – 6-300.  Reserved. 

 

DIVISION 3.  APPLICATION 

 

Sec. 6-301. Compliance generally. 

 

(a) The provisions of this Article shall apply to all installations of and work done on 

electrical conductors, fittings, devices, motors, controls, appliances, fixtures, electronic devices, signs 

and gaseous tubing, within or on public and private buildings and premises, with exceptions as 

provided in this Article. 

 

(b) All installations of electrical conductors or equipment and all existing installations 

which are altered shall conform to the requirements for a sufficient and safe electrical structure and 

system under this Article. 

 

(c) Repair and maintenance work shall be such that if any electrical conductor or 

equipment is removed and later replaced, the same shall be replaced in accordance with the provision 

of this Article  

 

Sec. 6-302. Radio and television transmitting equipment. 

 

 The provisions of this Article shall apply to electrical equipment used for supplying electrical 

power for radio transmission in amateur radio transmitting stations and shall apply to all electrical 

equipment used for power supply to radio and television transmitting equipment, but shall not apply 

to other electrical equipment used for radio transmission. 

 

Sec. 6-303. City, county and school districts departments and buildings. 

 

 The various departments and buildings of the City, the County, and of the Plano Independent 

School District shall be subject to the provisions of this Article, but shall be exempt from the 

requirements of fees. 

 

Sec. 6-304. Low voltage conductors and equipment. 

 

 This Article shall not apply to low voltage, electrical conductors or equipment when served 

from a source of supply which is limited by design or construction, other than fuses, so that the 

voltage shall never exceed fifty (50) volts, and so that current in excess of ten (10) amperes on short 

circuit would not be possible. 



Secs. 6-305 – 6-317.  Reserved. 

 

DIVISION 4. ELECTRICAL INSPECTOR 

Sec. 6-318. Powers generally. 

 The Electrical Inspector shall have the following powers: 

 (1) To enforce the provisions of this Article and issue citation to any person who violates 

any of such provisions.   

(2) To enter any house by due process of law, if necessary, during reasonable hours, to 

examine any electrical wiring or installation of electrical wiring, fixtures or equipment 

therein, in the performance of his official duties.   

(3) To order the electric disconnection of service where improper or defective wiring 

exists or where electrical construction or equipment has been installed without a permit as 

required in this Article. 

(4) To order compliance with provisions of this Article where a change of occupancy 

occurs in a building which requires changes or alterations to existing wiring. 

(5) To disconnect electrical service or services in cases of emergency where necessary, 

for safety of persons or property or where electrical equipment may interfere with the work 

of the fire department. 

(6) To attach to electrical equipment or electrical meters any official notice or seal which 

might be necessary to prevent the use of electricity.  It shall be unlawful for any person to use 

any such seal or break, change, destroy, tear, mutilate, cover or otherwise deface or injure 

any such notice or seal posted by an Electrical Inspector. 

Sec. 6-319. Special rulings 

 If a special ruling by the Electrical Inspector is necessary to govern electrical construction of 

some particular occupancy or building not covered by this chapter or by the National Electrical Code, 

as approved by the National Fire Protection Association and adopted in this Article, whereby all 

wiring for similar types of occupancy or building will be changed in the future, a copy of such ruling 

shall be filed in the office of the Electrical Inspector, and such special ruling shall be approved by the 

Board before it becomes effective. 

Sec. 6-320 Conflicts of Interest 

 It shall be unlawful for City Electrical Inspectors to engage in the business of the sale, 

installation or maintenance of electrical conductors, devices, appliances, fixtures, or other electrical 

equipment, either directly or indirectly, and they shall have no financial interest in any concern 

engaged in such business at any time while in the employ of the City as an Electrical Inspector 

without prior approval by the Department Head. 

Secs. 6-321 – 6-326.  Reserved. 



DIVISION 5. REGISTRATION (LICENSING) OF ELECTRICIANS 

Sec. 6-327. Required. 

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to engage in the business of installing, 

maintaining, altering or repairing any wiring, fixtures, or equipment used for conducting electricity 

for which a permit is required by this Article, or for any person to in any manner undertake to 

execute such work, unless such person is licensed in accord with the Texas Department of Licensing 

and Regulation (TDLR) and has a current certificate of registration per Sec. 6-328.  

(b) Only persons who are employed by a registered electrical contractor or a registered 

electrical sign contractor with the appropriate license category may perform electrical work under the 

supervision of the master electrician, or master sign electrician whichever is applicable. 

(c)  Persons who are not licensed electricians may carry out the following classes of 

work: 

(1) The replacement of lamps, fuses and connection of portable devices to suitable 

receptacles, which have been permanently installed; 

(2) The installation, alteration or repairing of any wiring, devices or equipment for the 

operation of a signal or the transmission of intelligence, where such wiring, devices, 

appliances, or equipment are operated at a voltage not exceeding fifty (50) volts between 

conductors and do not include generating equipment; 

(3) The installation, alteration or repair of electrical wiring, devices, appliances and 

equipment by or for an electrical public service corporation operating under a franchise from 

the City when for the use of such corporation in the generation, transmission, distribution or 

metering of electrical energy or for the use of such a corporation in the operation of street 

railways, signals or transmission of intelligences as specified in Sec. 6-302. 

Sec. 6-328. Classifications 

 There shall be two (2) classes of local electrical registration as follows: 

(1) Electrical Contractor Registration; 

(2) Electrical Sign Contractor Registration; 

Sec. 6-329. Application. 

 (a) Generally.  To secure a registration, as a qualified and competent electrician in either 

of the classes set out in this Division, an application shall be made in writing and addressed to the 

Building Inspections Department.  The application shall show the applicant’s name and address, and 

such other information as may be prescribed by the Building Inspections Department and shall be 

made out on forms available in the office of the Electrical Inspector.   

 (b) Electrical Contractor.  An applicant for a registration as an electrical contractor shall 

file with the application an affidavit setting forth the name of the person who is the owner of the 

business, his address and that of the place of business; or if the business is a firm, partnership or 



corporation, the names of officers who own or operate the business and their addresses, the address 

of the business, and the name and address of the person who shall be responsible for the conduct and 

in charge of the business for all work done under this Article.  The applicant shall further state the 

method of supervision of work to be contracted by the firm and the name of the registered Master 

Electrician who is legally proficient as specified in this Article, and shall be responsible for the actual 

installation, repair and/or maintenance of the electrical conductors and equipment which is to be 

carried on by the person, firm or corporation 

 (c) Electrical Sign Contractor. An applicant for a registration as an electrical sign 

contractor shall file with the application an affidavit setting forth the name of the person who is the 

owner of the business, his address and that of the place of business; or if the business is a firm, 

partnership or corporation, the names of officers who own or operate the business and their 

addresses, the address of the business, and the name and address of the person who shall be 

responsible for the conduct and in charge of the business for all work done under this Article.  The 

applicant shall further state the method of supervision of work to be contracted by the firm and the 

name of the registered Master Sign Electrician who is legally proficient as specified in this Article, 

and shall be responsible for the actual installation, repair and/or maintenance of the electrical 

conductors and equipment which is to be carried on by the person, firm or corporation.   

Sec. 6-330. Fees. 

The fees for registration of qualified contractors of both classes shall be payable to the City at 

the Building Inspections Department as set out in the fee schedule as adopted by the City Council. 

Sec. 6-331. Reserved   

Sec. 6-332. Expiration and renewal of certificates. 

(a) Registration issued under this Division shall expire one (1) year after the date of 

issue. 

(b) Renewal of registration shall be accomplished by payment of the fee prescribed by 

this Division and issuance extending the validity of the corresponding numbered certificate for one 

(1) year only.   A new application shall be required for reinstatement of registration if the required 

renewal fee is not paid within six (6) months from the expiration date. 

Sec. 6-333. Reserved   

Sec. 6-334. Registration not transferable. 

  Registration issued under this Division shall not be transferable.  It shall be unlawful for any 

person to lend, rent or transfer his registration or any rights there under to any other person, or for 

any person to make use of any such rights which are not actually his own. 

 Sec. 6-335. Reserved    

  

 



 Sec. 6-336. Altering Registration. 

 It shall be unlawful for any person other than the Electrical Inspector at the direction of the 

Building Inspections Department to alter or amend in any manner any registration issued under this 

Division. 

Sec. 6-337. Cards to be carried on person and exhibited upon request. 

  Every holder of a license issued by the Texas Department of Licensing and Regulation 

(TDLR) shall carry the license on their person at all times while doing electrical work and shall 

produce and exhibit it when requested by an Electrical Inspector or proper official of the City. 

Sec. 6-338. False representations as to registration. 

 It shall be unlawful for any person to falsely represent themselves as a registered electrician 

of any class set forth in this Division or to use the words “electrical contractor,” “electrical sign 

contractor”, or words of similar import or meaning on signs, cards, stationery, or by any other 

manner whatsoever, unless such person is properly registered within the meaning of the words used 

as provided in this Article.  

Sec. 6-339. Record of registration  

 The Building Inspections Department shall keep a record of the name and place of business 

of all persons to whom registration have been issued under this Division, provided that the 

Department shall not be responsible for the record of any person whose registration has not been 

renewed or has lapsed for a period in excess of twelve (12) months. 

Sec. 6-340. License not transferable. 

 It shall be unlawful for any licensed master electrician, or master sign electrician to allow 

their license to be used by another electrician to permit any job of electrical wiring in the City.   

Sec. 6-341. Suspension or revocation of registration. 

 (a) The Chief Building Official or his designee shall have the power to temporarily 

suspend the registration of any electrical contractor, or electrical sign contractor who: 

  (1)  Obtains a certificate by fraud or deceit; 

  (2)  Takes out electrical permits in the name of some person, firm, or corporation 

 authorized by law to do electrical work and thereafter permits an unauthorized person 

 to do the work; 

  (3) Engages in any gross negligence, incompetence, or misconduct in the 

 performance of electrical work within the jurisdiction of the City; 

   (4)  Fails to obtain a permit for electrical work that is performed within the   

  jurisdiction of the City; 



(5)  Fails to obtain all necessary inspection approval required to complete the work as 

described in the permit.  

 

(b) The Building Inspections Department shall inform the Board in writing of any 

temporary suspensions and the basis thereof within two (2) business days of issuing the temporary 

suspension.  A hearing will be scheduled before the Board not later than ten (10) business days from 

the date the temporary suspension was issued.  The alleged violator shall be notified in writing via 

certified mail of the date, time and location of the hearing.  The alleged violator may appear in 

person or thru counsel or both, at the time and place named in the notice and make defense to the 

same.   

 

(c) The Board shall have the power, through its chairman or secretary to administer oaths 

and to compel the attendance of witnesses before it by subpoena issued over the signature of the 

secretary of the Board.   The City Attorney shall provide counsel for the Board.  

 

(d) If the accused admits liability or if upon a hearing the Board, by vote of five (5) or 

more of its members, shall find them to be true, it shall enter a finding suspending or revoking the 

registration of such Electrical Contractor or Electrical Sign Contractor.  The Board shall render a 

decision within forty-eight (48) hours of the hearing.   

 

(e) The Board shall in reciting its decision after a hearing under this section, make 

provisions for reinstatement.  Such reinstatement provisions shall be filed as a part of the record and 

a copy shall be made and given or mailed within twenty-four (24) hours to the Electrical Contractor 

or Electrical Sign Contractor.  Once the requirements have been fulfilled the Electrical Contractor or 

Electrical Sign Contractor may notify the Chief Building Official in writing of compliance.  If the 

Chief Building Official determines that all requirements have been fulfilled, the registration shall be 

reinstated.  If the Chief Building Official determines that all requirements have not been fulfilled, the 

registration shall not be reinstated.  Failure to reinstate can be appealed to the Board. 

 

(f) The Building Inspections Department shall inform the board in writing of any failure 

to reinstate within two (2) business days of issuing the denial.  A hearing will be scheduled before the 

Board not later than ten (10) business days from the date of the denial of reinstatement.  The violator 

shall be notified in writing via certified mail of the date, time and location of the hearing.  The 

violator may appear in person or by counsel or both, at the time and place named in the notice and 

make defense to the same. 

 

(g) The Board shall render a decision not later than forty-eight (48) hours after a hearing 

and a copy shall be made and given to the Electrical Contractor or Electrical Sign Contractor within 

twenty-four (24) hours of the rendering of the decision. 

 

(h) An Electrical Contractor or Electrical Sign Contractor adversely affected by a 

decision of the Board shall have the right to appeal the decision to the District Court. 

 

(i) It shall be unlawful for any person whose rights under a registration have been 

suspended or revoked to engage in or do electrical work for which this Article requires a permit.  

 

 

 



Sec. 6-342. Termination of registration. 

 Each registration, when issued under this Division, shall be issued to a person, firm or 

corporation to be known as the holder of the registration, and should such firm or corporation 

dissolve or surrender its charter; such registration shall become null and void.  No refund shall ever 

be made for the un-expired portion of the registration. 

Secs. 6-343 – 6-350. Reserved. 

DIVISION 6.  WORK PERMITS 

Sec. 6-351. Required. 

(a) It shall be unlawful for any person to install or cause to be installed, or to permit any 

person to install, any electrical wiring, fixtures or equipment, or to make any alterations, additions, 

changes or repairs, within the scope of this Article, without first having procured a permit therefore 

issued by the Electrical Inspector. One (1) permit shall be allowed for each building for which rough 

work for electrical conductors or electrical equipment is installed.  

(b) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (a), no permit shall be required for the 

making of a minor repair or for maintenance work, the replacement of lamps, or the connection of 

portable electrical equipment to suitable permanently installed receptacles.  No permit shall be 

required of an appropriately registered person for the replacing of a refrigeration motor by another 

motor of the same horsepower and ampere rating, solenoid valves, low pressure controls, or other 

controls that are a part of the refrigeration system when the electrical supply to same is or has been 

properly installed by a registered electrician. 

Sec. 6-352. Application. 

Application for a permit required by this Division shall be made in writing upon forms provided by 

the electrical inspection section for that purpose.  With such application there shall be filed, when 

requested by the Electrical Inspector, a diagram or plan showing clearly the character and kind of 

wiring or installation of fixtures or equipment to be done.  The plan or diagram shall show the 

manner in which the electrical installation is to be made, or the character of any repairs to any 

existing electric installation.  Such application shall include the following information; street and 

house number, name of addition where the work is to be done, name of the owner, kind of building, 

number of stories in the building, and a list of electrical fixtures and appliances to be installed. 

Sec. 6-353. Fee. 

 Prior to issuance of a permit required by this Division, the applicant therefore shall pay a 

permit fee in accordance with the schedule as adopted by the City Council. 

Sec. 6-354. To whom issued. 

 Permits may be issued to registered Electrical Contractors or Electrical Sign Contractors 

qualified to secure permits as set forth in this Article, or their duly authorized agents, and to owners 

to personally perform repair, maintenance or electrical construction work upon premises owned by 

them.  Qualified registered electricians shall certify their duly authorized agents to the Electrical 

Inspector in the form of an affidavit stating that such registered electrician assumes all and full 



responsibility for any permit taken out or applied for by such agents. The certification shall be kept 

in the files of the Building Inspections Department. 

Sec. 6-355. Issuance or refusal. 

 When the Plans Examiner finds the application for a permit under this Division to be correct 

and the diagram or plan and specifications, when requested are approved and all fees have been 

paid, he shall cause the permit to be issued.  Upon receipt of such permit, the permit tee may start or 

cause to start the proposed job and make the installation described in his application, requesting 

inspection by the City inspectors in the proper sequence as the work progresses.  If the plans relating 

to electrical wiring or installation of fixtures or equipment and the permit application are found to be 

incorrect or faulty, they shall be disapproved and the permit refused, and the Electrical Inspector 

shall notify the applicant, listing the corrections necessary to comply with this Article and rules and 

regulations of the inspection section. 

Sec. 6-356. Permits for part jobs. 

When one (1) Electrical Contractor completes the rough work, in whole or in part, on any 

electrical wiring or installation of fixtures or equipment and a second Electrical Contractor is called 

upon to complete the work, regular fees prescribed by this Division shall be paid for the work to be 

done.  Each Electrical Contractor shall be held responsible only for the work installed by the 

Contractor.  Before the second Electrical Contractor is issued a permit for the completion of 

electrical wiring or installation of fixtures or equipment, the Electrical Inspector shall first notify the 

electrician holding the original or first permit, if the Electrician can be found that the second permit 

is to be issued.  The issuance of the second permit shall cancel the first permit and no refund of fees 

shall be made.   

Sec. 6-357. Revocation of permit. 

 The Electrical Inspector shall have the right to revoke a permit issued under this Division if 

there has been misrepresentation of facts or any violation of the provisions of this Article. 

Sec. 6-358 – 6-435.  Reserved. 

Section III. All provisions of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Plano codified or 

uncodified in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed, and all other 

provisions of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Plano codified or uncodified, not in conflict with 

the provisions of this Ordinance, shall remain in full force and effect.   

Section IV.  It is the intention of the City Council that this Ordinance, and every provision 

hereof, shall be considered severable, and the invalidity of any section, clause or provision, or part of 

any portion of any section, clause, or provision of this Ordinance shall not affect the validity or 

constitutionality of any other portion of this Ordinance. 

 Section V. The repeal of any Ordinance or part of Ordinances effectuated by the 

enactment of this Ordinance shall not be construed as abandoning any action now pending under or 

by virtue of such Ordinance or as discontinuing, abating, modifying or altering any penalty accruing 

or to accrue, or as affecting any rights of the municipality under any section or provisions of any 

Ordinances at the time of passage of this Ordinance. 



 Section VI. Any person, firm or corporation violating any of the provisions or terms of 

this Ordinance shall be subject to a fine in accordance with Section 1-4(a) of the City Code of 

Ordinances for each offense.  Every day a violation continues shall constitute a separate offense. 

 

 Section VII. This Ordinance shall become effective upon adoption, and after its passage 

and publication as required by law.

Subject: Radio Replacement and System Upgrade 
 
 
Technology Services Radio Shop recommends replacement of all mobile and portable radios 
used by the City of Plano first responders and Public Works Departments.  These devices are 
nearing the end of their useful lifespan and will not be repairable in the near future. 
 
The radio infrastructure that supports the two-way radios in this request is in need of 
expansion as well.  The infrastructure expansion allows for greater call volume and capacity.  
First responders rely on this network for their communication needs.  The software and 
associated equipment proposed for the upgrade to the P25 Trunked Simulcast System can 
only be provided by Motorola Solutions, Inc.   
 
The mobile and portable radio equipment has been proposed with features that will work with 
the software of the PAWM system infrastructure, providing POP25 (Over Air Programming), 
IV&D (Integrated Voice & Data) and GPS functionality.  These features, work with the cities 
radio system infrastructure, are provided only through Motorola Solutions, Inc. 
 
Failure to replace the existing two-way radios and to upgrade the associated infrastructure will 
result in a lack of critical radio equipment and the ability to communicate in a timely and 
efficient manner. 
 
This purchase will not increase system or subscriber maintenance costs in the future. 
 
Technology Services Radio Shop recommends award to Motorola Solutions, Inc., a sole 
source provider, in the amount of $7,875,000.  This purchase will be made utilizing HGAC

SUBJECT: Downtown Plano Public Improvement District 
 
At its October 13, 2014 meeting, the City Council, in response to petitions from property 
owners in Downtown Plano requesting the creation of a public improvement district (PID), 
approved a resolution to authorize the district and to create an Advisory Board of property 
owners to assist in the formation of the district.  The Advisory Board subsequently met and 
elected an eight member Executive Committee (comprised of the three owners of property with 
the greatest appraised value plus five additional members) and charged the committee with 
the development of the Service Plan and Assessment Plan for the District.  These plans were 
approved by the Advisory Board at its November 12, 2014 meeting, and are presented to City 
Council as part of this resolution.   
 
The property owners wish to have an initial three-year term for the PID.  However, Chapter 372 
of the Texas Local Government Code, which governs the creation and operation of PIDs, 
requires that the service plan and assessment plan be prepared for a minimum five-year term.  
City Council must approve the service plan and assessment plan annually.   
 
The Assessment Plan 
 
The assessment plan lays out the methodology for assessing property owners within the PID 
in accordance with the City Council’s policies and as presented to Council at its October 13, 
2014 meeting.  The assessment plan caps assessments at $0.15 per $100 of appraised value, 
and bases assessments on 2014 values for the entire three-year initial term of the PID.  The 
assessment would be recalculated during this period only if the property is sold or if 
improvements greater than $200,000 in value are made to the property.  The annual 
assessment applies to the taxable value of land and improvements before heritage tax 
exemptions.  Tax exempt properties in the proposed PID owned by PISD, DART, the Masonic 
Lodge, and the City would not be assessed at this rate.  However, the City will contribute a 
minimum of $50,000 each year to the PID.  Since the large multifamily developments in 
downtown constitute a disproportionate part of the overall assessed value within the PID, their 
assessment would be capped at $25,000 per project. The PID is anticipated to collect 
approximately $465,000 during the initial three-year term.  
 
 
  



 

 
The Service Plan 
 
The Advisory Board’s approved service plan outlines six broad categories for the services and 
improvements to be undertaken by the PID.  Each category is described further in the notes.  
The planned services include marketing, advertising, street and sidewalk cleaning, lighting, 
valet parking, and PID management.  Ten thousand dollars is included each year for the City’s 
administration of the PID.  The City will administer and collect the annual assessment; the PID 
funds would be used only for pursuit of delinquent accounts and placing of liens.   
 
Administration of the PID 
 
The City of Plano will collect assessments and will contract with the Historic Downtown Plano 
Association to provide specified services.  The Advisory Board has elected a Management 
Committee with similar membership to the Executive Committee.  The Management 
Committee will administer the PID contract with the city, which will specify the use of PID funds 
and the annual budget.  Any expenditure over $5,000 must be approved by the Management 
Committee.  The resolution for Council’s consideration establishes the Management 
Committee’s responsibilities.   
 
Next Steps 
 
The resolution directs the preparation of the assessment roll, which lists the dollar amount of 
the PID assessment for each property within the district.  The assessment roll will be available 
in the City Secretary’s office for public inspection.  A public hearing will be scheduled for the 
December 8, 2014 City Council meeting to hear any objections to the assessment roll.  At that 
meeting, the Council will also consider an ordinance to levy the assessments as a special 
assessment on each property.  Collection notices will be sent to property owners after approval 
of the ordinance.

 WHEREAS, Chapter 372 of the Texas Local Government Code (the “Act”) allows for 

the creation of public improvement districts in municipalities to finance certain supplemental 

services and public improvements with a district by means of special assessments levied on real 

property within the district ; and 

 

 WHEREAS, on October 13, 2014, after receipt of petitions from property owners 

sufficient to meet the statutory requirements of the Act, the City Council conducted a public 

hearing to consider the advisability of the supplemental services and public improvements, the 

nature and estimated cost of the services and improvements, the boundaries of the proposed 

Public Improvement District (the “District”), the method of assessment and the apportionment of 

costs between the District and the City of Plano as a whole; and  

 

WHEREAS, after receiving public comments both for and against, the City Council 

approved Resolution No. 2014-10-8(R) authorizing the creation of the District; and  

 

 WHEREAS, on October 13, 2014, the City Council also approved Resolution No. 2014-

10-9(R), creating an Advisory Board of property owners or their designated representatives and 

an Executive Committee of the Advisory Board to develop the service plan and assessment plan 

for the District; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Executive Committee of the Advisory Board has developed and 

recommended a service plan and assessment plan to the Advisory Board; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Advisory Board has met and has approved the service plan and 

assessment plan for City Council’s consideration and approval; and 

 

WHEREAS, in accordance with the Act, the service plan and assessment plan covers a 

period of five (5) years, although the initial term of the District is to be three (3) years; and  

 

WHEREAS, the City Council further wishes to establish a Management Committee, 

which will be tasked with managing the service plan and improvements undertaken by the 

District and with overseeing expenditures of District funds; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Act requires the preparation of a proposed assessment roll that states the 

assessment against each parcel of land within the district, as determined by the method of 

assessment chosen by the City of Plano; and 



 

 WHEREAS, the Act further requires the City Council to hold a public hearing, notice of 

which must be provided in written form to all property owners and published in a newspaper of 

general circulation in the city, before levying any assessment;  

 

 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF PLANO, TEXAS: 

 

Section I. That pursuant to the requirements of the Act, the City Council, after being 

presented with the initial five year Service Plan and Assessment Plan for the District developed 

by the Advisory Board Executive Committee and approved by the Advisory Board, hereby 

approves and adopts the Service Plan and Assessment Plan, attached as Exhibit “A”. 

 

Section II. The Advisory Board shall review and update the Service Plan and 

Assessment Plan annually and present the updated Service Plan and Assessment Plan to the City 

Council for approval.   

 

Section III. A Management Committee for the District shall be established, consisting 

of eight (8) Advisory Board members or their respective designated representatives that at a 

minimum includes the owners (or representatives of the owners) of the three (3) properties 

within the District with the greatest assessed values.  Other members of the Management 

Committee shall be elected by the Advisory Board.  If so designated by the Advisory Board, the 

Executive Committee of the Advisory Board may also serve as the Management Committee for 

the District.  

 

Section IV. The Management Committee will elect its own officers and at a minimum 

shall have a chair and a vice chair.  The Management Committee must spend revenues consistent 

with the Service Plan approved by the City Council.  All expenditures above $5,000 must be 

approved by the entire Management Committee.  Expenditures under $5,000 may be approved 

by the Management Committee chair and one additional officer.   

 

Section V. Financial records for the District maintained by the Management 

Committee and/or the City of Plano shall be made available for public inspection in accordance 

with the provisions of the Texas Public Information Act, as amended.   

 

Section VI. The City Council hereby directs the City Manager or his authorized 

designee to prepare a proposed assessment roll for the District, stating the assessment against 

each parcel of land in the District, as determined by the method of assessment chosen by the 

City, and to file the proposed assessment roll with the City Secretary.  The proposed assessment 

roll shall be available for public inspection in accordance with the Act. 

 

Section VII. The City Manager or his authorized designee is hereby directed to 

schedule a public hearing to consider public testimony concerning the proposed assessment roll 

and to provide notice of the City Council’s intention to consider the proposed assessment roll at 

the public hearing as prescribed in the Act.

Notes and assumptions:

The PID petition provides a sunset after three years unless the PID is renewed by a subsequent petition.  The Texas Local Government Code requires a service plan to 

cover at least five years.  Years four and five are thus contingencies, without  relevance unless the PID is renewed and annual budgets are subsequently approved. 

Assessments will be set annually by the Plano City Council, upon recommendation from a PID advisory board, but may not exceed $0.15 per $100.  No owner may be 

assessed for more than $25,000 in any year per development project.  

Annual assessments will be based on 2014 real property appraisals by the Collin Central Appraisal District or as further limited by the Plano City Council.  

The 2014 appraised value cap remains in place unless there is a change in ownership or $200,000 or more in improvements are made to the property.  

The Junction 15 project is projected to add an incremental $20,000,000 of taxable value to the 2015 appraisal roll.

The Municipal Center South redevelopment is projected to add an incremental $10,000,000 of taxable value to both the 2016 and 2017 appraisal rolls.

The City of Plano will pay at minimum $50,000 annually to the PID fund in lieu of other assessment.  

The assessment and service plan will be reviewed and approved annually as consistent with the PID designation petition and relevant law.  

Owners may elect to prepay estimated  future assessments .  This assessment plan/service plan does not reflect revenue or expenditures related to pre-payments.

Information received since the Federal Open Market Committee met in July suggests that economic activity is expanding at a moderate pace. On 
balance, labor market conditions improved somewhat further; however, the unemployment rate is little changed and a range of labor market 
indicators suggests that there remains significant underutilization of labor resources. Household spending appears to be rising moderately and 
business fixed investment is advancing, while the recovery in the housing sector remains slow. Fiscal policy is restraining economic growth, although 
the extent of restraint is diminishing. Inflation has been running below the Committee's longer-run objective. Longer-term inflation expectations have 
remained stable.  
Consistent with its statutory mandate, the Committee seeks to foster maximum employment and price stability. The Committee expects that, with 
appropriate policy accommodation, economic activity will expand at a moderate pace, with labor market indicators and inflation moving toward 
levels the Committee judges consistent with its dual mandate. The Committee sees the risks to the outlook for economic activity and the labor market 
as nearly balanced and judges that the likelihood of inflation running persistently below 2 percent has diminished somewhat since early this year.  
The Committee currently judges that there is sufficient underlying strength in the broader economy to support ongoing improvement in labor market 
conditions. In light of the cumulative progress toward maximum employment and the improvement in the outlook for labor market conditions since 
the inception of the current asset purchase program, the Committee decided to make a further measured reduction in the pace of its asset purchases. 
Beginning in October, the Committee will add to its holdings of agency mortgage-backed securities at a pace of $5 billion per month rather than $10 
billion per month, and will add to its holdings of longer-term Treasury securities at a pace of $10 billion per month rather than $15 billion per month. 
The Committee is maintaining its existing policy of reinvesting principal payments from its holdings of agency debt and agency mortgage-backed 
securities in agency mortgage-backed securities and of rolling over maturing Treasury securities at auction. The Committee's sizable and still-
increasing holdings of longer-term securities should maintain downward pressure on longer-term interest rates, support mortgage markets, and help 
to make broader financial conditions more accommodative, which in turn should promote a stronger economic recovery and help to ensure that 
inflation, over time, is at the rate most consistent with the Committee's dual mandate.  
The Committee will closely monitor incoming information on economic and financial developments in coming months and will continue its purchases 
of Treasury and agency mortgage-backed securities, and employ its other policy tools as appropriate, until the outlook for the labor market has 
improved substantially in a context of price stability. If incoming information broadly supports the Committee's expectation of ongoing improvement 
in labor market conditions and inflation moving back toward its longer-run objective, the Committee will end its current program of asset purchases 
at its next meeting. However, asset purchases are not on a preset course, and the Committee's decisions about their pace will remain contingent on 
the Committee's outlook for the labor market and inflation as well as its assessment of the likely efficacy and costs of such purchases.  
To support continued progress toward maximum employment and price stability, the Committee today reaffirmed its view that a highly 
accommodative stance of monetary policy remains appropriate. In determining how long to maintain the current 0 to 1/4 percent target range for the 
federal funds rate, the Committee will assess progress--both realized and expected--toward its objectives of maximum employment and 2 percent 
inflation. This assessment will take into account a wide range of information, including measures of labor market conditions, indicators of inflation 
pressures and inflation expectations, and readings on financial developments. The Committee continues to anticipate, based on its assessment of 
these factors, that it likely will be appropriate to maintain the current target range for the federal funds rate for a considerable time after the asset 
purchase program ends, especially if projected inflation continues to run below the Committee's 2 percent longer-run goal, and provided that longer-
term inflation expectations remain well anchored.  
When the Committee decides to begin to remove policy accommodation, it will take a balanced approach consistent with its longer-run goals of 
maximum employment and inflation of 2 percent. The Committee currently anticipates that, even after employment and inflation are near mandate-
consistent levels, economic conditions may, for some time, warrant keeping the target federal funds rate below levels the Committee views as normal 
in the longer run.  
Voting for the FOMC monetary policy action were: Janet L. Yellen, Chair; William C. Dudley, Vice Chairman; Lael Brainard; Stanley Fischer; Narayana 
Kocherlakota; Loretta J. Mester; Jerome H. Powell; and Daniel K. Tarullo. Voting against the action were Richard W. Fisher and Charles I. Plosser. 
President Fisher believed that the continued strengthening of the real economy, improved outlook for labor utilization and for general price stability, 
and continued signs of financial market excess, will likely warrant an earlier reduction in monetary accommodation than is suggested by the 
Committee's stated forward guidance. President Plosser objected to the guidance indicating that it likely will be appropriate to maintain the current 
target range for the federal funds rate for "a considerable time after the asset purchase program ends," because such language is time dependent and 
does not reflect the considerable economic progress that has been made toward the Committee's goals.
